OBSTETRICS

71. Asphyxia of newborn. Neonatal adaptation of newborn as the basis of homeostasis maintenance, mechanism of homeostasis maintenance. Etiology, pathogenesis, classification, assessment of asphyxia severity, modern methods of resuscitation.

72. Anaemia of gravida: etiology, clinical picture, diagnostics, treatment, role of proteins in the diet, amino acids pathway. Pregnancy and labour management. Postpartum period rehabilitation.

73. Severe preeclampsia: pregnancy and labour management, complications for gravida, newborn and fetus. Indications for preterm delivery.

74. Regimen, personal hygiene and diet of gravida. Role of proteins in the diet. Peculiarities of diet therapy in prevention of pregnancy complications.

75. Histophysiology of breast, neuroendocrine regulation of lactation. Breast disorders in postpartum period (cracked nipples, pathological breast engorgement, nonsuppurative mastitis). Clinical picture, diagnostics, treatment, prevention.

76. Clinical picture of labour: labour causes, mechanism of uterine contractions regularity, labour periods, their duration and clinical signs. Modern methods of labour management. Labour pain relief.
77. Early postpartum hemorrhage: etiology, clinical picture, diagnostics. First aid in case of postpartum hypotonic uterine bleeding. Labour bleeding prevention.
78. Preeclampsia of gravida: pathogenesis, classification, clinical picture, diagnostics, treatment.

79. Premature separation of normal placenta. The role of placenta in the “mother-child” system. Peculiarities of placenta development, its etiology, clinical picture, differential diagnostics, pregnancy and labour management, first aid, prevention.

80. The role of well-woman clinic in pregnancy and delivery complications prevention: preventive medical examination of gravida from high risk groups, pregnancy and labour management

81. Contracted pelvis: etiology, diagnostics, peculiarities of pregnancy and labour management, complications prevention.
82. Biomechanism of labour in case of occiput-anterior position of the vertex. Period of fetus expulsion, its management. Complications prevention.
83. Labour management, labour pain relief, bleeding prevention.

84. Personal hygiene and diet of gravida. Role of well-woman clinic in prevention of large birth size.  

85. Readiness of a female body to labour. Preparatory and preliminary periods, duration of these periods. Pathological preliminary period, clinical picture, diagnostics, obstetric management.

86. Follow-up of pregnant women suffering from renal diseases (pyelonephritis, glomerulonephritis, urinary stone disease), contraindications to pregnancy. Postpartum period rehabilitation.

87. Follow-up of pregnant women suffering from endocrine disorders (diabetes mellitus): contraindications to pregnancy, duration of preventive hospital stay. Postpartum period rehabilitation. Diabetic fetopathy.
88. Preventive medical examination of healthy gravida (Order of Health Ministry of the RF no. 572-n): duration of follow-up, examination volume, risk stratification.
89. Renal disorders and pregnancy: classification, risk groups, contraindications to pregnancy. Peculiarities of pregnancy and labour. Postpartum period rehabilitation.

90. Breast changes during pregnancy. Breast care during postpartum period. Mastitis prevention.

91. Implantation, fetus organogenesis and placentation. Influence of external disturbing factors on the fetus.  

92. Cesarean delivery. Indications, conditions, types of surgery, topography basis of lower uterine segment section, main stages of operative technique. Possible complications, prevention.
93. Labour clinical picture, labour stages, duration of labour stages. Modern methods of labour management. Labour pain relief. 

94. Placental stage bleeding: etiology, clinical picture, diagnostics, first aid, prevention.

95. Preterm labour. Its etiology, clinical picture, treatment. Peculiarities of preterm labour management.

96. Use of obstetrical forceps. Indications, conditions, complications and their prevention.

97. Sanitary-epidemiological regime in maternity home. SanPin 2.1.3.2630-10 “Sanitary-epidemiological requirements for organizations engaged in medical activities”

98. Evaluation of newborn`s condition according to Apgar score. Primary neonate care

99. Preeclampsia: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, differential diagnostics, treatment principles, prevention within the conditions of a well-woman clinic.
100. Postpartum bleeding: causes, clinical picture, diagnostics, emergency aid, prevention.

101. Postpartum mastitis. Etiology, main signs, stages and forms. Etiology, pathogenesis, classification of mastitis. Course of mastitis in modern life, diagnostics, treatment, prevention.  

102. Postpartum period: clinical characteristics, duration, modern principles of its management. First aid in case of postpartum bleeding during prehospital phase.
103. Placenta previa: etiology, classification, clinical picture, diagnostics, obstetric management.

104. Uterine rupture: causes, mechanism, clinical picture of complete uterine rupture. Emergency aid.

105. Uterine rupture: etiology, classification. Clinical picture of threatened uterine rupture. Obstetric management.

106. The role of well-woman clinic in prevention of pre-eclampsia: risk stratification, peculiarities of follow-up care, diagnostics, management.
107. Diabetes mellitus and pregnancy: peculiarities of disease, complications. Case follow-up of pregnant women with diabetes mellitus.

108. Uterine inertia: etiology, types, clinical picture, diagnosis, treatment and prevention.

109. Pelvic presentation: classification, diagnosis. Principles of pregnancy and labour management.

110. Pregnancy and labour in case of heart defects. Preventive medical examination, contraindications to pregnancy maintenance. First aid in case of pulmonary edema.

111. Eclampsia: pathogenesis, clinical picture, differential diagnostics, first aid, prevention and obstetric management.
112. Pregnancy and labour management in women with heart defects: main tasks and methods of examination of gravida with cardiovascular pathology, contraindications to pregnancy, duration of preventive hospital stay, mode of delivery. Complications prevention.
113. Late pregnancy diagnosis: history taking, physical examination, other methods of examination.

114. Postterm pregnancy: etiology, pathogenesis, influence on the fetus, obstetric management.
115. Placenta. Peculiarities of its development, implantation. Placental deficiency: etiology, clinical picture, diagnostics, treatment, prevention of placental deficiency during critical periods of pregnancy.
