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1. Passport of the fund of valuation methods

The fund of assessment tools for the discipline contains typical control and appraisal tools for the current monitoring of student performance, including the monitoring of students' independent work, as well as for monitoring the learning outcomes of the intermediate attestation in the form of the EVENT.
Control and evaluation materials of the current performance monitoring are distributed according to the topics of the discipline and are accompanied by an indication of the used forms of control and evaluation criteria. Control and evaluation materials for intermediate certification correspond to the form of intermediate certification for the discipline defined in the curriculum of the BPEP and are aimed at checking the formation of knowledge and skills for each competency established in the work program of the discipline.

	Report
	A report is a public announcement or document that contains information and reflects the essence of the issue or research in relation to a given situation. It can be written or oral. An oral presentation can be accompanied by a multimedia presentation or demonstration of any visual (material) objects.

Report allows you to assess the level of student`s theoretical knowledge on a given question, as well as to check the skills of analysis, synthesis, generalization and concretization, used by students while preparing a report.

	Project defense 
	A project is a set of documents (calculations, drawings, etc.) for making any structure or product. Preliminary text of a document. Concept, plan. Independent student activity to solve the problem with the achievement of a practical result. It allows you to assess student`s knowledge level on the problem of the project, as well as the skills of planning, goal-setting, research, practical application of knowledge in typical and non-standard situations (for example, the material design of a project product or its separate component). To assess the skills of students, the project should have a practice-oriented nature, which would clearly show the ability of students to practically apply knowledge in typical and non-standard situations (for example, the material design of the project product or its separate component).

	Control of assignments in the workbook
	Control tasks in the workbook are aimed at identifying and comparing at a particular stage of learning the results of students' educational activities with the requirements set by the content of the discipline being studied. It can be used in IS OrSMU if the workbook with methodological instructions is placed in the work program of the discipline and students have the opportunity to complete tasks by filling out the notebook and sending it to the teacher for checking. It allows you to check and evaluate the knowledge of students, to determine the degree of their readiness for further education, as well as the skills level, if the tasks are of a practice-oriented nature.

	Test 
	A test is one of the forms of written verification and assessment of the acquired knowledge, the level of independence and activity of students in educational activities. They can be carried out in the classroom and in the form of homework, current and final, graphic, practical, frontal (for all) and individual. Traditionally, the test involves the identification of knowledge on a specific topic (section), as well as an understanding of the essence of the studied phenomena, objects, their patterns (for example, assignments for comparison, insertion of missing words, etc.). To assess the skills of students primarily graphical and practical tests are used. The graphical test is aimed at identifying the ability of students to draw up a generalized visual model that reflects certain relationships, relationships in an object or in their totality. These can be graphics, pictures, drawings, diagrams, tables. Practical tests are carried out to identify the abilities and skills of students to carry out certain research, laboratory experiments, make measurements, perform appropriate operations and manipulations in educational and industrial conditions. One of the forms of testing practical skills and abilities is a control practical exercise lesson (in physics, chemistry, biology, anatomy, physiology, surgery, etc.), usually held at the end of the study of the topic or section of the discipline.

	Written questionnaire
	A written questionnaire is a type of written assessment of students' knowledge on certain questions or topics. It can be current and final, individual and frontal. It involves posing a number of questions to students, to which they give a detailed written answer. It allows you to assess the knowledge of students on the passed topic (or module) of the discipline.

	Presentation 
	A presentation (computer presentation) is a demonstration in a visual form of the main provisions of the oral presentation, the degree of mastering the content of the problem. It allows you to assess the level of students` knowledge on a given question (topic, section), as well as to check their skills of analysis, synthesis, generalization and concretization, information and communication skills used by students in the process of preparing a presentation.

	Abstract 
	Abstract is a summary, in writing or in the form of a public speech, of the content of a book, scientific work, and the results of studying a scientific problem, a report on a specific topic, including a review of relevant literary and other sources. As a rule, it is an independent student's work on revealing the essence of the problem under study, presenting various points of view and their own views on it. The defense of the abstract can be accompanied by a presentation. Since the main purpose of the essay is scientific and informational, this form of control is aimed mainly at assessing the knowledge of students on a specific topic (issue), although it allows us to identify the level of formation of the skills of analysis, synthesis, generalization and concretization used by the student in the process of preparing a report.

	Case-task completion 
	Case-tasks are technology for teaching students. The students are given a set of educational material (case) and, as a result of acquaintance with it, they ought to comprehend the essence of the problem, which, as a rule, does not have an unambiguous solution, and offer their solution using the acquired knowledge and skills. It is widely used in practical classes in a foreign language, management, law, economics and other disciplines. In medicine, it can be used to teach students to write a medical history. It allows to evaluate, first of all, the students' skills to apply the acquired knowledge when solving specific practical situations. Knowledge assessment is present at the stage of collecting material for a case-task.

	Terminological dictation
	Terminological dictation is a type of students` written work to consolidate and test knowledge on a specific topic (issue). It can be checking or repetitive. The first is aimed at controlling knowledge, the second one is aimed at training students in the use of certain terms. It allows you to assess the students` knowledge. In this case, it should be used only if students have clear instructions on which terms are to be memorized. Otherwise, the student will write the term that he has learned from the literature he has.

	Testing 
	Testing is a written way of testing students' knowledge. It can be current and final (by Module or discipline as a whole). Test items can include questions with one or more correct answers, assignments for matching and sequencing, as well as problem-situation tasks that require the selection of the correct (or several correct) answer options, as well as graphic images that require interpretation or definition. In most cases, testing is aimed at assessing students' knowledge. It allows to assess the students' skills when the test tasks are presented by problem-situational tasks, tasks with graphic (visual) images that require the use of a solution algorithm (action with an object).

	Recitation
	Recitation is a method of testing the knowledge and skills of students, which consists in the fact that students are invited to reproduce a certain content: empirical facts, theoretical positions, formulations of concepts, examples, classifications, scientific laws. It allows you to assess the level of knowledge of students on a particular issue, topic, section, discipline. Assessment of the students' skills is possible if, in the course of answering the question posed, the student needs to demonstrate the acquired knowledge in order to solve a problem question or problem-situational task.

	Practical task completion monitoring 

	A practical task is a task that contains exercises and tasks that the student must solve (complete) visually (effectively), i.e. practically manipulating real objects or their substitutes. It is widely used in mathematics, computer science, physics, chemistry, economics, and other natural science disciplines. In medicine, it can be represented by the student performing direct practical manipulations with the "patient" both in the course of practical training and directly at the bases of practical training. It allows you to assess the ability of students to apply theoretical knowledge to solve (perform) a practical task in both standard and non-standard situations.

	Control norm administration 
	A norm (from the Latin norm) is a regulatory rule indicating the boundaries of its application. Time, quantitative and qualitative indicators of students' performance of certain tasks, techniques and actions related to the content of the academic discipline. Administration of control standards is widely represented in the technical, engineering, military fields of knowledge, as well as in the field of physical culture and sports. In medicine, it can take place when assessing the performance by students of direct actions with a "patient" that have clear normative indicators (for example, cardiopulmonary resuscitation, the number of sutures, auscultation, palpation, percussion, injections, etc.). It allows you to assess the ability of students to apply the theoretical knowledge received (about certain standards) in standard and non-standard situations.

	Checking case histories
	A case history is an accounting and operational document drawn up for each patient in a medical and preventive treatment institution, designed to register information about the diagnosis, course and outcome of the disease, as well as diagnostic and medical-preventive activities taken during the patient's stay in the hospital. It allows you to assess the student's ability to apply the theoretical knowledge gained in direct professional learning situations (so-called contextual learning).

	Solving problem-situational tasks
	Problem-situational tasks are a kind of practical task that involves solving an issue in a certain situation. Both the question and the situation itself can be problematic. In most cases, problem-situational tasks have a professional focus. They allow assessing the ability of students to apply the obtained theoretical knowledge in various situations.

	Practical skills testing
	Testing of practical skills can be used to control the students' practical actions (medical manipulations) with the "patient". It allows you to assess the skills and abilities of students to apply the theoretical knowledge (about certain actions and manipulations) in standard and non-standard situations.

	Practice report
	A report is a message, a report on their actions, work. Practice report – is the information compiled in a certain form, data on the student's activities for a certain period based on practical training. It allows you to evaluate the practical experience achieved by students in the application of the theoretical knowledge, abilities and skills in the process of direct professional activity.

	Practice diary
	A diary is the records of everyday activity. The practice diary reflects the student's daily activities based on practical training. It allows to evaluate the dynamics of students' mastering of practical professional activity experience in the process of practical training (educational and industrial practice).

	"THREE POINTS" is given if the student makes significant deviations from the requirements for presentation design. In particular, the topic is covered only partially; errors of fact were made in the content of the presentation or when answering additional questions; no output was presented during the demo.

	
	"TWO POINTS" is given if the topic of the abstract is not revealed to the students, a significant misunderstanding of the problem is revealed.

	
	"ZERO POINTS" is given if there is no answer.

1. Evaluation materials of intermediate certification of students.
1
The procedure for calculating the current rating and bonus points for the discipline (for the module)

The student’s current actual rating is formed as a result of ongoing monitoring of academic performance, including monitoring the student’s performance of independent (extracurricular) work in discipline (module), practice.

Bonus points are placed in the range from 0 to 5 points. The criteria for receiving bonus are:

   • attendance by students of all practical classes and lectures - 2 points (when setting bonus points for attendance only passes for a valid reason are taken into account (donor certificate, participation at the OrSMU's side in sports, scientific, educational events at various levels);

   • results of student participation in the Olympiad of the discipline which being studied at the department: 1st place - 3 points, 2nd place, 3rd place - 2 points, participation - 1 point.

The student’s current actual rating is expressed in points and calculated in accordance with the approaches defined by the methodological recommendations for using the point-rating system which is located in section 4 of the discipline's FAT.

Approaches to the formation of the student’s current actual rating are determined by the developers of work programs and may differ for different disciplines.

The teacher of the discipline (module) or a person appointed by the head of the department from the employees of the department not later than one working day before the date of the intermediate certification in the discipline (module) whrites the values of the current actual rating and current bonus rating which is formed as a result of ongoing monitoring of student's academic performance, including monitoring the implementation of student's points (if any) in the statement of calculation of the disciplinary rating in accordance with Regulation П 076.02-2019 “On forms, frequency and the procedure for the current monitoring of progress and intermediate certification of students in higher education educational programs - bachelor programs, specialists programs, and magister programs. ”

Deans provide control over filling out the disciplinary rating calculation sheets at the University's IS.

When filling out the sheet for calculating the disciplinary rating, in order to standardize the values of the current actual rating of students received by various approaches, these values need to be standardized, thereby providing a unified approach to assessing the educational results of students of the University.

The current standardized rating (CSr) is expressed in points on a scale from 0 to 70 and is calculated by formula:

    CSr = (CAr * 70) / max (CAr)                                       

where, 

CSr – current standardized rating;

CAr – current actual rating;

max (CAr) – the maximum value of the current actual rating from the range established by the teacher in the discipline (module).

The procedure for using the PRS for practice

The current actual rating for the student’s practice is formed as a result of the current control during the course of the practice by analyzing the implementation of mandatory practical skills by the student.

Bonus points for student's practice are the result of evaluating the student's demonstration of his optional skills during the practice.

Approaches to the formation of the current actual rating for practice and bonus points for it are common for all types of practices and are carried out on a scale from 0 to 70 points and on a scale from 0 to 15 points, respectively. Values of the current actual rating are not standardized for student's practice.

The calculation of the current actual rating for practice and bonus points for it is carried out automatically in the IS of the University after the student completes the work on the practice report and is available to the teacher during the intermediate certification.

The current actual rating for practice is formed on the basis of the total coefficient of mastery of required skills (hereinafter - the total coefficient), which is calculated by formula.

total coefficient = actual value / planned value

Where:

actual value - the total number of mandatory manipulations or practical actions performed by the student (hereinafter - practical skills) during the practice period wrote by him in the practice report;

planned value - the total number of planned practical skills required to be performed during practice according to the practice report;

total coefficient - the ratio of actually completed by the student and planned to perform practical skills within the framework of the practice program.

The current actual rating for practice amounts to

• 70 points if the total coefficient is greater than 0.9 and less than or equal to 1;

• 65 points if the total coefficient is more than 0.8 and less than or equal to 0.9;

• 60 points if the total coefficient is greater than 0.7 and less than or equal to 0.8;

• 0 points if the total coefficient is less than or equal to 0.7.

Bonus points for practice are formed on the basis of the bonus coefficient, which is calculated by formula.

bonus coefficient = (total coefficient + number of optional skills) / planned value 

Where:

number of optional skills - the number of optional practical skills completed during the practice as part of the practice program.

Reward points for practice amount to

• 15 points if the received bonus coefficient is more than 2;

• 10 points if the received bonus coefficient is greater than or equal to 1.5 and less than or equal to 1.9;

• 5 points if the received bonus coefficient is greater than or equal to 1.1 and less than or equal to 1.4;

• 0 points if the received bonus coefficient is less than 1.1.

If the practice is modular, then:

    • the current actual rating is calculated as the arithmetic average of the current actual ratings for each practice module, which, in turn, are determined in accordance with clause 9.6 of this Thesis;

    • bonus points are calculated as the arithmetic average of bonus points for each practice module, which, in turn, are determined in accordance with clause 9.6 of this Thesis.

The credit rating for practice is formed in the range from 0 to 15 when the students pass an intermediate certification.

Intermediate certification for practice is considered to be successfully passed by the students when they receive a credit rating of at least 5 points and (or) a current actual rating of at least 60 points.

If a student receives a credit rating for practice of less than 5 points and (or) a current actual rating of less than 60 points, the results of intermediate certification for practice are considered unsatisfactory (test not passed) and the student is in academic arrears. The student’s disciplinary rating is not calculated in this case.

The disciplinary rating for practice is calculated as the sum of the current actual rating, bonus points and test rating.

Definition of exam / test rating for the discipline (module)

The student’s exam / test rating is formed during the intermediate certification and is expressed in points on a scale from 0 to 30.

Developers of assessment materials for intermediate certification in discipline (module), practice, determine in FAT criteria the formation of the exam / test rating of the student.

The employee, authorized by the head of the department, provides teachers involved in the midterm assessment with free access to the statement of disciplinary rating.

The employee(s) authorized by the head of the department, familiarizes students with the document in which the disciplinary rating is written no later than 1 business day before the date of the interim certification.

Intermediate certification in the discipline is considered to be successfully passed by the student if he receives an exam / test rating of at least 15 points and (or) a current standardized rating of at least 35 points.

If a student receives an examination / test rating of less than 15 points and (or) a current standardized rating of less than 35 points, the results of the intermediate certification in the discipline (module) are considered unsatisfactory and the student is in academic arrears. The student’s disciplinary rating is not calculated in this case.

Discipline rating calculation procedure

The student’s disciplinary rating is formed during the intermediate certification in discipline (module), practice. It is the basis for determining the final grade for the discipline (module), practice expressed in a five-point system.

The student’s discipline rating is formed when the student successfully passes the intermediate certification in discipline (module), practice.

The discipline rating is set by the teacher who conducted the intermediate certification and depends on the form of intermediate certification and the conditions of its implementation:

•
in the examination (test) document of discipline / practice;

•
in the certification sheet of the first (second) repeated intermediate certification;

•
in the certification sheet for passing intermediate certification on an individual schedule;

•
to the exam journal;

•
to the examiner's journal.

The student’s discipline rating is expressed in points on a 100-point scale and can be increased by the amount of bonus points (if any).

The disciplinary rating in the discipline (module) of the student (Dr) is calculated as the sum of the current standardized rating (CSr) and the examination (test) rating (Er / Tr) according to formula:

Dr = CSr + Er/Tr 

Where:

CSr - current standardized rating;

Er / Tr - examination (test) rating.

A discipline rating for practice is calculated in accordance with clauses 9.9–9.11 of this Thesis.

If the student has bonus points the discipline rating for the discipline (module) increases by the value of these points.

If the student successfully passes the intermediate certification in discipline (module) the resulting disciplinary rating is translated into a five-point system in accordance with Appendix 4.

According to the results of the intermediate certification for practice, the value of the credit rating is entered into the information system. The disciplinary rating, as well as the assessment based on a five-point system, is determined automatically in accordance with Appendix 4 and is reflected in the test record after practice.

The discipline rating during the repeated intermediate certification is calculated on the basis of the exam / test rating without taking into account the current standardized rating in accordance with Appendix 5.

JOHN, by the grace of God King of England, Lord of Ireland, Duke of Normandy and Aquitaine, and Count of Anjou, to his archbishops, bishops, abbots, earls, barons, justices, foresters, sheriffs, stewards, servants, and to all his officials and loyal subjects, Greeting.
1. FIRST, THAT WE HAVE GRANTED TO GOD, and by this present charter have confirmed for us and our heirs in perpetuity, that the English Church shall be free, and shall have its rights undiminished, and its liberties unimpaired. That we wish this so to be observed, appears from the fact that of our own free will, before the outbreak of the present dispute between us and our barons, we granted and confirmed by charter the freedom of the Church's elections - a right reckoned to be of the greatest necessity and importance to it - and caused this to be confirmed by Pope Innocent III. This freedom we shall observe ourselves, and desire to be observed in good faith by our heirs in perpetuity.
TO ALL FREE MEN OF OUR KINGDOM we have also granted, for us and our heirs for ever, all the liberties written out below, to have and to keep for them and their heirs, of us and our heirs:
2. If any earl, baron, or other person that holds lands directly of the Crown, for military service, shall die, and at his death his heir shall be of full age and owe a 'relief', the heir shall have his inheritance on payment of the ancient scale of 'relief'.
4. The guardian of the land of an heir who is under age shall take from it only reasonable revenues, customary dues, and feudal services. He shall do this without destruction or damage to men or property. 
6. Heirs may be given in marriage, but not to someone of lower social standing. Before a marriage takes place, it shall be made known to the heir's next-of-kin.
9. Neither we nor our officials will seize any land or rent in payment of a debt, so long as the debtor has movable goods sufficient to discharge the debt. A debtor's sureties shall not be distrained upon so long as the debtor himself can discharge his debt. If, for lack of means, the debtor is unable to discharge his debt, his sureties shall be answerable for it. If they so desire, they may have the debtor's lands and rents until they have received satisfaction for the debt that they paid for him, unless the debtor can show that he has settled his obligations to them.
10. If anyone who has borrowed a sum of money from Jews dies before the debt has been repaid, his heir shall pay no interest on the debt for so long as he remains under age, irrespective of whom he holds his lands. If such a debt falls into the hands of the Crown, it will take nothing except the principal sum specified in the bond.
11. If a man dies owing money to Jews, his wife may have her dower and pay nothing towards the debt from it. If he leaves children that are under age, their needs may also be provided for on a scale appropriate to the size of his holding of lands. The debt is to be paid out of the residue, reserving the service due to his feudal lords. Debts owed to persons other than Jews are to be dealt with similarly.
12. No 'scutage' or 'aid' may be levied in our kingdom without its general consent, unless it is for the ransom of our person, to make our eldest son a knight, and (once) to marry our eldest daughter. For these purposes only a reasonable 'aid' may be levied. 'Aids' from the city of London are to be treated similarly.

Arabic writing originated in South Arabia about a thousand years before the new era. The most ancient inscriptions were made in the dialects of the South Arab tribes, but the basis of the common Arabic literary language was the dialects of the northern tribes, whose writing was based on the Aramaic alphabet, literature existed, apparently, only in the form of poetry, moreover, in the first centuries of Current Era, poetry was extremely highly developed, with a rich language and various meters.
Poems of outstanding poets were spread throughout the peninsula, they were memorized, apt quotes were used in colloquial speech, they became proverbs. The culture of the word undoubtedly shows that the Arabs in the first centuries of the era were, if one can put it that way, potential carriers of a high civilization. And only sterility of the steppes and deserts prevented it from being realized in social, material and spiritual areas for the time being.
How this civilization was created - one can only guess. Probably, the millennial contacts with almost all cultures and religions of Eurasia did not pass without a trace for the Arabs, although they did not change the external forms of those aspects of their life that were dictated by the harsh conditions of the steppes and deserts. These conditions kept the nomadic Arabs on the verge of poverty and hunger, but they did not allow powerful neighbors to conquer Arabia, did not allow a strong state to emerge on its territory, which on the bones of millions of slaves and forced servants would create masterpieces of high culture.
But a nomadic economy, which did not create material surpluses that could or should be taken away, for many centuries protected the Arabs from social enslavement, and since it was an economy with very high labor productivity, they enjoyed not only personal freedom, but also abundant leisure, that was necessary for mental and spiritual life. The work of the Arab nomad, however, as well as the Arab merchant, was not monotonous and rather demanded from him the ingenuity than physical stress. Perhaps, therefore, already in the first centuries of the new era, an Arab, poor and illiterate, intellectually surpassed the average subject of neighboring mighty empires, not to mention their absolute superiority in the art of war ...
<...> Muhammad had a clear concept of the one God, Allah.
<...> From this idea of ​​the one God, Muhammad consistently banished any features of any resemblance to a man and thereby completely purified the idea of ​​the one God from all traces of idolatry. The idea that God created man in his own image and likeness was strongly rejected by Muhammad, as incompatible with the true nature of God and humiliating for divine dignity. In fact, according to Muhammad, God has nothing to do with man; God, infinite in space and time, is also infinite in his creative acts; he created both countless worlds, and countless intelligent beings, one and only one of which is man. From here, all claims of a person for an exceptional place in the universe and for exceptional attention from God should be rejected, as ridiculous. <...> Only kindness, mercy and justice of God remained, as qualities inherent in the divine nature, which allows a person following the divine prescriptions to deserve a tolerable life on earth and a happy immortality in heaven. The concept of immortality in heaven, the afterlife, logically flowed, among other things, from the idea of ​​divine omnipotence, the indestructibility of what God created. <...>

‘TO serve’ or (as it was sometimes put) ‘to aid’, and ‘to protect’—it was in these very simple terms that the oldest texts summed up the mutual obligations of the armed retainer and his lord. Never was the bond felt to be stronger than in the period when its effects were thus stated in the vaguest and, consequently, the most comprehensive fashion. When we define something, do we not always impose limitations on it? It was inevitable, never theless, that the need to define the legal consequences of the contract of homage should be felt with increasing urgency, especially in so far as they affected the obligations of the subordinate. Once vassalage had emerged from the humble sphere of domestic loyalty, what vassal thenceforth would have regarded it as compatible with his dignity if it had been frankly stated, as in early times, that he was compelled ‘to serve the lord in all manner of tasks which may be required of him’?1 Furthermore, could the lord continue to expect to have always at his beck and call persons who thenceforward—since they were for the most part settled on fiefs— lived at a distance from their master? In the gradual work of definition professional jurists played only a belated and, on the whole, insignificant part. It is true that, as early as about 1020, Bishop Fulbert of Chartres, whose study of the canon law had trained him in the methods of legal reflection, attempted an analysis of homage and its effects. But interesting though it was as a symptom of the penetration of jurisprudence into a sphere which had hitherto been alien to it, this endeavour scarcely succeeded in rising above the level of a rather barren scholastic exercise. The decisive influence, here as elsewhere, was that of custom, formed by precedents and progressively crystallized by the legal practice of courts attended by many vassals. More and more frequently, the practice was adopted of having these stipulations, which but a short while before had been purely traditional, included in the agreement itself. The oath of fealty, since it could be expanded at will, formed a better vehicle for the details of these conditions than the few words that accompanied the act of homage. Thus a detailed contract, carefully drawn up, replaced an unqualified submission. As a further precaution, which clearly testifies to the weakening of the tie, the vassal as a rule no longer promised merely to render aid to his lord. He was now required in addition to undertake not to injure him. In Flanders, from the beginning of the twelfth century, these negative clauses had assumed sufficient importance to give rise to a separate oath of ‘security’ which was sworn after fealty and apparently authorized the lord, in the event of the vassal’s failure to observe it, to distrain on certain specified pledges. It goes without saying, however, that for a long time it was the positive obligations which continued to hold first place. The primary duty was, by definition, military service. The ‘man of mouth and hands’ was bound, first and foremost, to serve in person, on horseback and with full equipment. Nevertheless he rarely appeared alone. Apart from the fact that his own vassals, if he had any, would naturally gather under his banner and share his privileges and his prestige, custom sometimes required him to be attended by at least one or two squires. On the other hand there were as a rule no foot-soldiers in his contingent. Their rôle in battle was considered so unimportant and the difficulty of feeding fairly large bodies of men was so great that the leader of the feudal host contented himself with the peasant infantry furnished by his own estates or those of the churches of which he had officially constituted himself the protector. Frequently the vassal was also required to garrison the lord’s castle, either during hostilities only, or—for a fortress could not remain unguarded—at any time, in rotation with his fellow-vassals. If he had a fortified house of his own, he was obliged to throw it open to his lord. Gradually differences in rank and power, the development of inevitably divergent traditions, special agreements, and even abuses transformed into rights introduced innumerable variations into these obligations. This, in the long run, almost invariably tended to lighten them. A serious problem arose from the hierarchical organization of vassalage. Since the vassal was at once subject and master, he would often have vassals of his own.

a) When our Lord and Master Jesus Christ said, ``Repent'' (Mt 4:17), he willed the entire life of believers to be one of repentance.
b) This word cannot be understood as referring to the sacrament of penance, that is, confession and satisfaction, as administered by the clergy.
c) Yet it does not mean solely inner repentance; such inner repentance is worthless unless it produces various outward mortification of the flesh.
d) The penalty of sin remains as long as the hatred of self (that is, true inner repentance), namely till our entrance into the kingdom of heaven.
e) The pope neither desires nor is able to remit any penalties except those imposed by his own authority or that of the canons.
f) The pope cannot remit any guilt, except by declaring and showing that it has been remitted by God; or, to be sure, by remitting guilt in cases reserved to his judgment. If his right to grant remission in these cases were disregarded, the guilt would certainly remain unforgiven.
g) God remits guilt to no one unless at the same time he humbles him in all things and makes him submissive to the vicar, the priest.
h) The penitential canons are imposed only on the living, and, according to the canons themselves, nothing should be imposed on the dying.
i) Therefore the Holy Spirit through the pope is kind to us insofar as the pope in his decrees always makes exception of the article of death and of necessity.
j) Those priests act ignorantly and wickedly who, in the case of the dying, reserve canonical penalties for purgatory.
k) Those tares of changing the canonical penalty to the penalty of purgatory were evidently sown while the bishops slept (Mt 13:25).
l) In former times canonical penalties were imposed, not after, but before absolution, as tests of true contrition.
m) The dying are freed by death from all penalties, are already dead as far as the canon laws are concerned, and have a right to be released from them.
n) Imperfect piety or love on the part of the dying person necessarily brings with it great fear; and the smaller the love, the greater the fear.
o) This fear or horror is sufficient in itself, to say nothing of other things, to constitute the penalty of purgatory, since it is very near to the horror of despair.
p) Hell, purgatory, and heaven seem to differ the same as despair, fear, and assurance of salvation.
q) It seems as though for the souls in purgatory fear should necessarily decrease and love increase.
r) Furthermore, it does not seem proved, either by reason or by Scripture, that souls in purgatory are outside the state of merit, that is, unable to grow in love.
s) Nor does it seem proved that souls in purgatory, at least not all of them, are certain and assured of their own salvation, even if we ourselves may be entirely certain of it.
t) Therefore the pope, when he uses the words ``plenary remission of all penalties,'' does not actually mean ``all penalties,'' but only those imposed by himself.
u) Thus those indulgence preachers are in error who say that a man is absolved from every penalty and saved by papal indulgences.
v) As a matter of fact, the pope remits to souls in purgatory no penalty which, according to canon law, they should have paid in this life.
w) If remission of all penalties whatsoever could be granted to anyone at all, certainly it would be granted only to the most perfect, that is, to very few.

CONCERNING LIBERALITY AND MEANNESS 
Commencing then with the first of the above-named characteristics, I say that it would be well to be reputed liberal. Nevertheless, liberality exercised in a way that does not bring you the reputation for it, injures you; for if one exercises it honestly and as it should be exercised, it may not become known, and you will not avoid the reproach of its opposite. Therefore, any one wishing to maintain among men the name of liberal is obliged to avoid no attribute of magnificence; so that a prince thus inclined will consume in such acts all his property, and will be compelled in the end, if he wish to maintain the name of liberal, to unduly weigh down his people, and tax them, and do everything he can to get money. This will soon make him odious to his subjects, and becoming poor he will be little valued by any one; thus, with his liberality, having offended many and rewarded few, he is affected by the very first trouble and imperilled by whatever may be the first danger; recognizing this himself, and wishing to draw back from it, he runs at once into the reproach of being miserly. Therefore, a prince, not being able to exercise this virtue of liberality in such a way that it is recognized, except to his cost, if he is wise he ought not to fear the reputation of being mean, for in time he will come to be more considered than if liberal, seeing that with his economy his revenues are enough, that he can defend himself against all attacks, and is able to engage in enterprises without burdening his people; thus it comes to pass that he exercises liberality towards all from whom he does not take, who are numberless, and meanness towards those to whom he does not give, who are few. We have not seen great things done in our time except by those who have been considered mean; the rest have failed. Pope Julius the Second was assisted in reaching the papacy by a reputation for liberality, yet he did not strive afterwards to keep it up, when he made war on the King of France; and he made many wars without imposing any extraordinary tax on his subjects, for he supplied his additional expenses out of his long thriftiness. The present King of Spain would not have undertaken or conquered in so many enterprises if he had been reputed liberal. A prince, therefore, provided that he has not to rob his subjects, that he can defend himself, that he does not become poor and abject, that he is not forced to become rapacious, ought to hold of little account a reputation for being mean, for it is one of those vices which will enable him to govern. And if any one should say: Caesar obtained empire by liberality, and many others have reached the highest positions by having been liberal, and by being considered so, I answer: Either you are a prince in fact, or in a way to be The Prince come one. In the first case this liberality is dangerous, in the second it is very necessary to be considered liberal; and Caesar was one of those who wished to become pre-eminent in Rome; but if he had survived after becoming so, and had not moderated his expenses, he would have destroyed his government. And if any one should reply: Many have been princes, and have done great things with armies, who have been considered very liberal, I reply: Either a prince spends that which is his own or his subjects’ or else that of others. In the first case he ought to be sparing, in the second he ought not to neglect any opportunity for liberality. And to the prince who goes forth with his army, supporting it by pillage, sack, and extortion, handling that which belongs to others, this liberality is necessary, otherwise he would not be followed by soldiers. And of that which is neither yours nor your subjects’ you can be a ready giver, as were Cyrus, Caesar, and Alexander; because it does not take away your reputation if you squander that of others, but adds to it; it is only squandering your own that injures you. And there is nothing wastes so rapidly as liberality, for even whilst you exercise it you lose the power to do so, and so become either poor or despised, or else, in avoiding poverty, rapacious and hated. And a prince should guard himself, above all things, against being despised and hated; and liberality leads you to both. Therefore it is wiser to have a reputation for meanness which brings reproach without hatred, than to be compelled through seeking a reputation for liberality to incur a name for rapacity which begets reproach with hatred.

None of the issues discussed in this book has drawn a greater variety of answers than the question ‘What can we learn from history?’ The answers have ranged from Henry Ford’s celebrated aphorism ‘history is bunk’ to the belief that history holds the clue to human destiny. The fact that historians themselves give very different responses suggests that this is an open-ended question which cannot be reduced to a tidy solution. But anyone proposing to spend several years – and in some cases a lifetime – studying the subject must reflect on what purpose it serves. And one cannot get very far in understanding how historians set about their work, or in evaluating its outcome, without first considering the rationale of historical enquiry.
Metahistory – history as long-term development At one extreme lies the proposition that history tells us most of what we need to know about the future. Our destiny is disclosed in the grand trajectory of human history, which reveals the world today as it really is, and the future course of events. This belief requires a highly schematic interpretation of the course of human development, usually known as metahistory. A spiritual version of it predominated in Western culture until the seventeenth century. Medieval thinkers believed that history represented the inexorable unfolding of Divine Providence, from the Creation through the redeeming life of Christ to the Last Judgement; the contemplation of the past revealed something of God’s purposes and concentrated the mind on the reckoning to come. This view became less tenable with the gradual secularization of European culture from the eighteenth century onwards. New forms of metahistory developed which attributed the forward dynamic of history to human rather than divine action. The Enlightenment belief in moral progress was of this kind. But the most influential metahistory of modern times has been Marxism. The driving force of history became the struggle by human societies to meet their material needs (which is why the Marxist theory is known as ‘historical materialism’). Marx interpreted human history as a progression from lower to higher forms of production; the highest form was currently industrial capitalism, but this was destined to give way to socialism, at which point human needs would be satisfied abundantly and equitably (see Chapter 8). Since the fall of international communism, belief in historical materialism has sharply declined, but metahistorical thinking continues to hold an appeal: Marxism has been turned on its head by certain freemarket theorists, for whom the 1990s signal the global triumph of liberal democracy, or ‘the end of history’.1 The rejection of history At the other extreme is the view that nothing can be learned from history: not that history is beyond our reach, but that it offers no guidance. This rejection of history takes two forms. The first is essentially a defence against totalitarianism. For many intellectuals during the Cold War, the practical consequences of invoking the past to legitimate communist ideology had been so appalling that any idea that history might hold clues for the present became completely discredited; some historians recoiled so far from any idea of pattern or meaning that they refused to find in history anything more than accident, blunder and contingency.2 The second basis for rejecting history is a commitment to modernity: if one is committed to the new, why bother with the past? This point of view has a much longer pedigree. The equation of modernity with a rejection of the past was first put into effect during the French Revolution of 1789–93. The revolutionaries executed the king, abolished the aristocracy, attacked religion and declared 22 September 1792 the beginning of Year 1. All this was done in the name of reason, untrammelled by precedent or tradition. The early twentieth century was another high point in the modernist rejection of history. In avant-garde thinking human creativity was seen as opposed to the achievements of the past, rather than growing out of them; ignorance of history liberated the imagination.

Article 1. 
Men are born and remain free and equal in rights. Social distinctions may be founded only upon the general good.
Article 2. 
The aim of all political association is the preservation of the natural and imprescriptible rights of man. These rights are liberty, property, security, and resistance to oppression.
Article 3. 
The principle of all sovereignty resides essentially in the nation. No body nor individual may exercise any authority which does not proceed directly from the nation.
Article 4. 
Liberty consists in the freedom to do everything which injures no one else; hence the exercise of the natural rights of each man has no limits except those which assure to the other members of the society the enjoyment of the same rights. These limits can only be determined by law.
Article 5.
Law can only prohibit such actions as are hurtful to society. Nothing may be prevented which is not forbidden by law, and no one may be forced to do anything not provided for by law.
Article 6. 
Law is the expression of the general will. Every citizen has a right to participate personally, or through his representative, in its foundation. It must be the same for all, whether it protects or punishes. All citizens, being equal in the eyes of the law, are equally eligible to all dignities and to all public positions and occupations, according to their abilities, and without distinction except that of their virtues and talents.
Article 7. 
No person shall be accused, arrested, or imprisoned except in the cases and according to the forms prescribed by law. Any one soliciting, transmitting, executing, or causing to be executed, any arbitrary order, shall be punished. But any citizen summoned or arrested in virtue of the law shall submit without delay, as resistance constitutes an offense.
Article 8. 
The law shall provide for such punishments only as are strictly and obviously necessary, and no one shall suffer punishment except it be legally inflicted in virtue of a law passed and promulgated before the commission of the offense.
Article 9. 
As all persons are held innocent until they shall have been declared guilty, if arrest shall be deemed indispensable, all harshness not essential to the securing of the prisoner's person shall be severely repressed by law.
Article 10. 
No one shall be disquieted on account of his opinions, including his religious views, provided their manifestation does not disturb the public order established by law.

25. By civil death, the party condemned loses his property in all the goods which he possessed; and the succession is open for the benefit of his heirs, on whom his estate devolves, in the same manner as if he were naturally dead and intestate.
He can no longer inherit any estate, nor transmit, by this title, the property which he has acquired in consequence.
He is no longer capable of disposing of his property, in whole or in part, either by way of gift during his life, or by will, nor of receiving by similar title, except for the purpose of subsistence. He cannot be nominated guardian, nor concur in any act relative to guardianship.
He cannot be a witness in any solemn public act, nor be admitted to give evidence in any court. He cannot engage in any suit, whether as defendant or plaintiff, except in the name and by the intervention of a special curator appointed for him by the court in which the action is brought.
He is incapable of contracting a marriage attended by any civil consequences.
If he have previously contracted marriage, it is dissolved, as respects all civil effects. His wife and his heirs shall respectively exercise those rights and demands to which his natural death would have given rise.
146. There can be no marriage where consent is wanting.
147. A second marriage cannot be contracted previously to the dissolution of the first.
148. The son who has not attained the full age of 25 years, the daughter who has not attained the full age of 21 years, cannot contract marriage without the consent of their father and mother; in case of disagreement, the consent of the father is sufficient.
180. A marriage contracted without the free consent of the married persons, or of one of them, can only be impeached by the married persons, or such one of them whose consent has not been free.
Where a mistake has occurred in the person, the marriage shall only be impeached by such one of the married persons as may have been led into the error.
181. In the case mentioned in the preceding article, the petition of nullity is no longer admissible, where-ever there has been cohabitation continued during six months after the married person has acquired full liberty, or after discovery made of the error.
182. A marriage contracted without the consent of the father and mother, of the ancestors, or of the family council, in cases where such consent was necessary, can only be impeached by those whose consent was requisite, or by such of the two married persons as stood in need of that consent.
212. Married persons owe to each other fidelity, succour, assistance.
213. The husband owes protection to his wife, the wife obedience to her husband.
214. The wife is obliged to live with her husband, and to follow him to every place where he may judge it convenient to reside: the husband is obliged to receive her, and to furnish her with every thing necessary for the wants of life, according to his means and station.
215. The wife cannot plead in her own name, without the authority of her husband, even though she should be a public trader, or non-communicant, or separate in property.

In each army, the distribution of land, legal proceedings, finances and food, arrival and expenditure is managed by two people: the chief and his deputy, who are the division commander and the brigade commander respectively. Those appointed to the post are directly in charge of the affairs related to this post, and those who are not in the position should help them. In each army the army commander reports about matters relating to life and death, demotions and promotions in detail to the army inspector, the army inspector reports in detail to the chief commander appointed by the highest command, the chief commander reports to Jiangjun, Shiwei, Jihui, Jiangyan, and Chenxiang. Chengxiang respectfully reports to the army mentor, and he reports to the heavenly prince.
The heavenly prince issues a corresponding decree, which is accepted by the army mentor for execution. Mercenary officials receive the hereditary right to feed on heavenly wages. Henceforth, in every army from every family that went to the camp of the rebels, one person should stands out as a ranker of the five. In case of alarm, the head leads them [rankers] as a soldiers to destroy the enemies and capture the bandits. When there is no military danger, they, under the supervision of the superior, work in the fields as farmers and thus provide [themselves and] superior persons.
All lands are divided into nine categories. The land of the first category is considered to be land, which can yield 1200 jin in two harvest, the second - 1100 jin, the third - 1000 jin, the fourth - 900 jin, the fifth - 800 jin, the sixth - 700 jin, the seventh - 600 jin, the eighth - 500 jin and ninth - 400 pounds. One mu of land of the first category is equal to 1.1 mu of the second, 1.2 mu of the third, 1.35 mu of the fourth, 1.5 mu, the fifth, 1.75 mu of the sixth, 2 mu of the seventh, 2.4 of the eighth and 3 mu of the ninth category.
The division of land is made according to the number of consumers without distinction of gender. More eaters account for more, less for less. The land is mixed: if there are six people in a family, then three of them should receive good land, and the other three should receive bad so that the distribution of land is even. All the land of the Middle Kingdom is processed by the inhabitants together. If there is not enough land in one area, then people move to another. In case of crop failure, in one area, others should assist its inhabitants. It is important that all the inhabitants of the Middle Kingdom should equally and jointly enjoy the great happiness bestowed by the heavenly father, Lord God: if they have fields they should process them together, have food — they should eat it together, have clothes — they should share it equally among themselves, have money — should spend them together so that there is no inequality in everything, in this way everyone will be full and clothed. All men and women over 16 years old receive twice as much land as teenagers under 15 years of age. For example, every inhabitant of the Middle Kingdom over 16 years old receives lands of the first category for 1 mu, while adolescents under the age of 15 receive only half of this amount, i.e. 5 fan. Similarly, people older than 16 years old receive lands of the ninth category of 3 mu, exactly twice as many as teenagers under 15 years of age.
In Celestial Empire, you should cultivate mulberry trees. Women are required to weave cloth. Each family of the Celestial Empire should have five hen chickens and two sows. After the harvest, each community consisting of 25 families, keeps for itself exactly as much grain as is necessary for its members to be fed until the new harvest, and surplus surrenders to state stores. The commanders of the five, who in turn control lansym, should follow [the execution of this rule]. This rule also applies to beans, hemp, cloth, chickens, dogs and silver money.

And I am certain that on this day my fellow Americans expect that on my induction into the Presidency I will address them with a candor and a decision which the present situation of our people impels. This is preeminently the time to speak the truth, the whole truth, frankly and boldly. Nor need we shrink from honestly facing conditions in our country today. This great Nation will endure as it has endured, will revive and will prosper.
So, first of all, let me assert my firm belief that the only thing we have to fear is fear itself--nameless, unreasoning, unjustified terror which paralyzes needed efforts to convert retreat into advance. In every dark hour of our national life a leadership of frankness and of vigor has met with that understanding and support of the people themselves which is essential to victory. And I am convinced that you will again give that support to leadership in these critical days.
In such a spirit on my part and on yours we face our common difficulties. They concern, thank God, only material things. Values have shrunken to fantastic levels; taxes have risen; our ability to pay has fallen; government of all kinds is faced by serious curtailment of income; the means of exchange are frozen in the currents of trade; the withered leaves of industrial enterprise lie on every side; farmers find no markets for their produce; and the savings of many years in thousands of families are gone.
More important, a host of unemployed citizens face the grim problem of existence, and an equally great number toil with little return. Only a foolish optimist can deny the dark realities of the moment.
And yet our distress comes from no failure of substance. We are stricken by no plague of locusts. Compared with the perils which our forefathers conquered because they believed and were not afraid, we have still much to be thankful for. Nature still offers her bounty and human efforts have multiplied it. Plenty is at our doorstep, but a generous use of it languishes in the very sight of the supply. Primarily this is because the rulers of the exchange of mankind's goods have failed, through their own stubbornness and their own incompetence, have admitted their failure, and abdicated. Practices of the unscrupulous money changers stand indicted in the court of public opinion, rejected by the hearts and minds of men.
True they have tried, but their efforts have been cast in the pattern of an outworn tradition. Faced by failure of credit they have proposed only the lending of more money. Stripped of the lure of profit by which to induce our people to follow their false leadership, they have resorted to exhortations, pleading tearfully for restored confidence. They only know the rules of a generation of self-seekers. They have no vision, and when there is no vision the people perish.
Yes, the money changers have fled from their high seats in the temple of our civilization. We may now restore that temple to the ancient truths. The measure of the restoration lies in the extent to which we apply social values more noble than mere monetary profit.
Happiness lies not in the mere possession of money; it lies in the joy of achievement, in the thrill of creative effort. The joy and the moral stimulation of work no longer must be forgotten in the mad chase of evanescent profits. These dark days, my friends, will be worth all they cost us if they teach us that our true destiny is not to be ministered unto but to minister to ourselves and to our fellow men.

The President of the United States of America and the Prime Minister, Mr. Churchill, representing His Majesty’s Government in the United Kingdom, being met together, deem it right to make known certain common principles in the national policies of their respective countries on which they base their hopes for a better future of the world.
First, their countries seek no aggrandizement, territorial or other;
Second, they desire to see no territorial changes that do not accord with the freely expressed wishes of the peoples concerned;
Third, they respect the right of all peoples to choose the form of government under which they will live; and they wish to see sovereign rights and self-government restored to those who have been forcibly deprived of them;
Fourth, they will endeavor, with due respect for their existing obligations, to further the enjoyment by all states, great or small, victor or vanquished, of access, on equal terms, to the trade and to the raw materials of the world which are needed for their economic prosperity;
Fifth, they desire to bring about the fullest collaboration between all nations in the economic field with the object of securing, for all, improved labor standards, economic advancement, and social security;
Sixth, after the final destruction of the Nazi tyranny, they hope to see established a peace which will afford to all nations the means of dwelling in safety within their own boundaries, and which will afford assurance that all the men in all the lands may live out their lives in freedom from fear and want;
Seventh, such a peace should enable all men to traverse the high seas and oceans without hindrance;
Eighth, they believe that all of the nations of the world, for realistic as well as spiritual reasons, must come to the abandonment of the use of force. 
Since no future peace can be maintained if land, sea, or air armaments continue to be employed by nations which threaten, or may threaten, aggression outside of their frontiers, they believe, pending the establishment of a wider and permanent system of general security, that the disarmament of such nations is essential. Comrades!
Eight years have passed since the last elections to the Supreme Soviet. This has
been a period replete with events of a decisive nature. The first four years were
years of intense labour on the part of Soviet people in carrying out the Third FiveYear Plan. The second four years covered the events of the war against the
German and Japanese aggressors -- the events of the Second World War.
Undoubtedly, the war was the main event during the past period.
 It would be wrong to think that the Second World War broke out accidentally,
or as a result of blunders committed by certain statesmen, although blunders were certainly committed. As a matter of fact, the war broke out as the inevitable result of the development of world economic and political forces on the basis of present-daymonopolistic capitalism. Marxists have more than once stated that the capitalist
system of world economy contains the elements of a general crisis and military
conflicts, that, in view of that, the development of world capitalism in our times
does not proceed smoothly and evenly, but through crises and catastrophic wars.
The point is that the uneven development of capitalist countries usually leads, in
the course of time, to a sharp disturbance of the equilibrium within the world
system of capitalism, and that group of capitalist countries regards itself as being
less securely provides with raw materials and markets usually attempts to change
the situation and to redistribute "spheres of influence" in its own favour -- by
employing armed force. As a result of this, the capitalist world is split into two
hostile camps, and war breaks out between them.
Perhaps catastrophic wars could be avoided if it were possible periodically to
redistribute raw materials and markets among the respective countries in
conformity with their economic weight by means of concerted and peaceful
decisions. But this is impossible under the present capitalist conditions of world economic development.
Thus, as a result of the first crisis of the capitalist system of world economy,
the First World War broke out; and as a result of the second crisis, the Second
World War broke out.
This does not mean, of course, that the Second World War was a copy of the
first. On the contrary, the Second world differed substantially in character from
the first. It must be borne in mind that before attacking the Allied countries the
major fascist states — Germany, Japan and Italy — destroyed the last remnants of
bourgeois-democratic liberties at home and established there a cruel terroristic
regime, trampled upon the principle of the sovereignty and free development of
small countries, proclaimed as their own the policy of seizing foreign territory,
and shouted from the housetops that they were aiming at world domination and
the spreading of the fascist regime all over the world; and by seizing
Czechoslovakia and the central regions of China, the Axis Powers showed that
they were ready to carry out their threat to enslave all the freedom-loving peoples.
In new of this, the Second World War against the Axis Powers, unlike the First
World War, assumed from the very outset the character of an anti-fascist war, a
war of liberation, one of the tasks of which was to restore democratic liberties. The entry of the Soviet Union into the war against the Axis Powers could only augment — and really did augment — the anti-fascist and liberating character of the Second World War. 
It was on this basis that the anti-fascist coalition of the Soviet Union, the United States of America, Great Britain and other freedom-loving countries came into being and later played the decisive role in defeating the armed forces of the Axis Powers.

If I found myself entirely absorbed in the service of the community, the reason behind it was my desire for self-realization. I had made the religion of service my own, as I felt that God could be realized only through service. And service for me was the service of India, because it came to me without my seeking, because I had an aptitude for it. I had gone to South Africa for travel, for finding an escape from Kathiawas intrigues and for gaining my own livelihood. But as I have said, I found myself in search of God and striving for self-realization. Christian friends had whetted my appetite for knowledge, which had become almost insatiable, and they would not leave me in peace, even if I desired to be indifferent. In Durban Mr. Spencer Walton, the head of the South Africa General Mission, found me out. I became almost a member of his family. At the back of this acquaintance was of course my contact with Christians in Pretoria. Mr. Walton had a manner all his own. I do not recollect his ever having invited me to embrace Christianity. But he placed his life as an open book before me, and let me watch all his
movements. Mrs. Walton was a very gentle and talented woman. I liked the attitude of this couple. We knew the fundamental differences between us. Any amount of discussion could not efface them. Yet even differences prove helpful, where there are tolerance, charity and truth. I  liked Mr. and Mrs. Walton's humility, perseverance and devotion to work, and we met very frequently.
This friendship kept alive my interest in religion. It was impossible now to get the leisure that I used to have in Pretoria for my religious studies. But what little time I could spare I turned to good account. My religious correspondence continued. Raychandbhai was guiding me. Some friend sent me Narmadashanker's book Dharma Vichar. Its preface proved very helpful. I had heard about the Bohemian way in which the poet had lived, and a description in the preface of the revolution effected in his life by his religious studies captivated me. I came to like the book, and read it from cover to cover with attention. I read with interest Max Muller's book, India What Can It Teach Us? and the translation of the Upanishads published by the Theosophical Society. All this enhanced my regard for Hinduism, and its beauties began other religions. I read Washington Irving's Life of Mahomet and His Successors and Carlyle's panegyric on the prophet. These books raised Muhammad in my estimation. I also read a book called The Sayings of Zarathustra.
Thus I gained more knowledge of the different religions. The study stimulated my selfintrospection and fostered in me the habit of putting into practice whatever appealed to me in my studies. Thus I began some of the Yogic practices, as well as I could understand them from a reading of the Hindu books. But I could not get on very far, and decided to follow them with the help of some expert when I returned to India. The desire has never been fulfilled.
I made too an intensive study of Tolstoy's books. The Gospels in Brief, What to do? and other books made a deep impression on me. I began to realize more and more the infinite possibilities of universal love.
About the same time I came in contact with another Christian family. At their suggestion I attended the Wesleyan church every Sunday.

ARTICLE 1
By this Treaty, the HIGH CONTRACTING PARTIES establish among themselves a

(h) the approximation of the laws of Member States to the extent required for the
proper functioning of the common market;
(i) the creation of a European Social Fund in order to improve employment
opportunities for workers and to contribute to the raising of their standard of
living;
(j) the establishment of a European Investment Bank to facilitate the economic
expansion of the Community by opening up fresh resources;
(k) the association of the overseas countries and territories in order to increase trade and to promote jointly economic and social development. 
ARTICLE 4
1. The tasks entrusted to the Community shall be carried out by the following
institutions:
an ASSEMBLY [EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT],
a COUNCIL,
a COMMISSION,
a COURT OF JUSTICE. 
Each institution shall act within the limits of the powers conferred upon it by this
Treaty.

The Grand Duchy of Moscow was just one of many Russian states and lands. Next to it there were two other Eastern Russian grand principalities - Tver and Ryazan. In the northwest (from Moscow), there were two prosperous city-states - Novgorod and Pskov. Novgorod possessions occupied the entire northern part of Russia, stretching to the shores of the Arctic Ocean and the subpolar part of the Ural Mountains in the north, and further from them - to the Lower Ob in the east.
To the west of Muscovy, there were the land of Smolensk, modern Belarus, and most of modern Ukraine which were ruled by the great princes of Lithuania. Eastern Galicia was part of Poland (attached to it in 1349). Carpathian Rus belonged to Hungary. From the linguistic point of view, by the middle of the 15th century, there were pretty strong differentiation of three modern Eastern Slavic languages — Russian (Great Russian), Ukrainian (Little Russian), and Belarusian. However, the Church Slavonic language remained as the language of the church both in the eastern and in the western Russia. It also formed the basis of the literary language of each of the three groups. Characteristic of the people of both eastern and western Russia was that they continued to call themselves Russians, and their land Russia (Rus). This in practice was reflected in the titles of the rulers of the two main states that appeared on Old Russian territory - Muscovy and Lithuania. From Ivan I (1328–1341) the rulers of Muscovy called themselves the "Grand Dukes of Moscow and All Russia," while the Lithuanian were known as the "Grand Dukes of Lithuania and Russia." <...>
At this time, three distinct types of government and administration developed. In Moscow was a tendency to strengthen the power of the Grand Duke. This affected primarily the Moscow princely family. Most of the possessions of less important princes were confiscated by Basil II, and these princes recognized the Grand Duke as his overlord. Some of the princes of other branches of the house of Rurik, as well as many of the Lithuanian-Russian princes of the house of Gedimin, began to serve the Grand Duke of Moscow and eventually mixed with the Moscow boyars. The grand duke was assisted in both lawmaking and in the administration by the boyar duma (state council), but the duma itself did not have clearly defined powers of authority. In many cases, the Grand Duke used clerks (state secretaries) as his servants instead of boyars. They were appointed by the Grand Duke from among the commoners and were completely dependent on him.
As a former vassals of the Mongol khan and his de facto heir in Moscow, the grand dukes assumed the functions of the khan authorities in the sphere of taxation and military administration. Both Dmitry Donskoy and his son Vasily I used the conscription system in 1380 and 1396 respectively. Under Vasily II, there was no universal conscription; he depended on a small but well-trained number of guards — a court comparable to the Mongol “horde”. However, the Grand Duke of Moscow never left his right to do universal recruitment of troops, and this system was revived under the heirs of Basil II, especially with his great-grandson Ivan IV.
The Grand Duke relied on his governors and parstels to administer and use local judicial power. They did not receive salaries from the treasury of the Grand Duke, but had to “feed themselves” in the given territory (feeding system) —that is, they received maintenance from the local population and left themselves a share of legal fees and part of the taxes received from the area.
The Old Russian Institute — the Veche (city assembly) — was loosened by the Mongol khans with the assist of the Russian princes and ceased to exist except in cases of attacking enemies or other extreme situations.

In his spiritual composition Peter the Great was one of those simple
individuals who need only to be studied to be understood. In person a giant nearly three arshini in stature, he towered a full head above those amongst whom it was his lot to move, and not infrequently found, when performing the ceremony of according the Easter Greeting, that his back ached with the necessity of having to bend forward so fre- quently. Also his strength was proportionate to his height, for a regular course of the axe and hammer developed the vigour and the dexterity of
his muscles until he could twist a silver plate into a scroll with his fingers as easily as he could cleave a flying shred of cloth with a sword. Earlier I have referred to the physical debiUty which clung to most of the male posterity of the Patriarch Philaret; but whereas Alexis' first wife only perpetuated that debility, Natalia Kirillovna opposed to it a bar—and it was principally after his mother that Peter took. The member of her family whom he most of all resembled was her brother Theodor, as one who had summed up in himself the whole nervous force, and the whole mental agiUty, of the Narishkin stock, a stock which already had produced many beaux esprits, and was later to gain further notoriety in the person of a wit at the Court of Catherine II. A foreign ambassador presented to the two young
Tsars in 1683, tells us that Peter was then a lively, handsome lad, and formed a sharp contrast with his brother Ivan, who, seated on the great silver, surmounted throne with Cap of Monomakh pulled down over lowering brows, and eyes looking at no one, almost resembled a lifeless statue, whereas the little Peter, by his side, was sporting jauntily the duplicate Cap manufactured to meet the occasion of the joint Tsarship, glancing cheerfully and trustfully about him, and with difficulty being kept in his seat at all. Later, however, this picture of Peter changes for the worse, when either the shock sustained by his childish intelligence through the horrors of 1682, or an injudicious mode of treating an immature constitution, or (the most likely explanation of all) these two factors combined developed in him a nervous disorder which first showed itself during his twelfth year, and took the form of tremblings of the head, and of the circumstance that, on lapsing into profound thought, or into violent emotion, his features would assume a scowl which wholly marred their comeliness.
And since there went with these a birthmark on his right cheek, and a habit of tossing his arms about when walking, he came to be such a remarkable figure that in 1697 the customers in a barber's shop at Saardam easily recognised in the ostensible carpenter from Moscow who was passing the establishment the Tsar of All the Russias—though perhaps they did so the more easily in that there were present in the shop at the time some officious Dutch ex-residents of the Muscovite capital, and that in moments of forget- fulness Peter's large and restless eyes would be wearing a distraught stare, and his mien in general bidding fair to terrify anyone not possessed of the strongest of nerves. As regards portraits of him, we encounter two more frequently than the rest. Of these the first was executed in 1698 by the English artist, Kneller, for William III., and depicts Peter with locks flowing free, and large, rounded eyes, and altogether an animated expression, whilst, despite a certain angularity in the artist's manner of delineation, he has caught something of the vaguely bright, indefinably cheerful expression which is to be noted also in a portrait of Peter's grandmother (a Strieshnev) on his mother's side; whereas the other of the two portraits was executed in 1717 by the Dutch painter Charles Moro, and dates from the period when Peter was returning from Paris (with a view to speedily bringing the Northern War to a conclusion) after an unsuccessful attempt to effect a match between his daughter, the eight-year-old Elizabeth, and the
seven-year-old King of France, Louis XV. On this occasion Parisian observers
said of him that, even in spite of his fierce and almost barbaric countenance, he fully looked the part of a Sovereign, and proved himself capable of establishing good diplomatico-political relations with anyone whom he deemed likely to prove useful ; whilst that he too had had an idea of his own importance is shown by the fact that once, on leaving his Parisian hotel, he flouted all les convenances by nonchalantly springing into a carriage which did not belong to him. The truth is that, as always and everywhere he had become accustomed to play the master, he felt himself to be as much master on the Seine as on the Neva.

In contrast to Peter the Great, Catherine came with a broad transformative plan, based on abstract principles. She did not have time to complete her plan entirely and did not consistently carry out her ideas. Thoughts of the Nakaz did not pass into practice, the legislation was not rebuilt on new grounds, the relations of the estates remained essentially the same and were developed in the direction given in previous times. The development of serfdom and the estate of self-government directly contradicted the abstract theories that the empress worshiped, but directly corresponded to the desires of the most influential class - noblemans. The collision of Catherine’s personal views and Russian reality has always led Catherine to concessions to reality in all of her important events. In Catherine period, the justice of the historical position about the powerlessness of the personality to change the general course of events was justified. As a historical figure, Catherine remained faithful to the essence of Russian life; she continued her activities in the same direction in which her predecessors worked, although sometimes she did not sympathize with them and did not want to act as they did. The strength of events and relationships was stronger than her personal strength and will.
However, one should not think that the identity of Catherine and her personal views have passed without a trace in her government activities. They impacted, on the one hand, on general techniques, enlightened and liberal, on all of Catherine’s state activities and on many of her individual activities; on the other hand, they impacted on Russian society itself and contributed a lot to the spread of education in general and the humane and liberal ideas of the 18th century. <...>
We saw that Catherine, upon assuming the throne, dreamed of wide internal transformations, and in foreign policy she refused to follow her predecessors, Elizabeth and Peter III. She deliberately departed from the traditions established at the St. Petersburg court, and yet the results of her activities were essentially as other traditional aspirations of the Russian people and government.
In the affairs of the internal legislation Catherine II completed the historical process, which began under the temporary handlers. The balance in the position of the main estates, which existed under Peter the Great rule in all its strength, began to collapse precisely in the era of temporary workers (1725–1741), when the nobility, facilitating their state duties, began to achieve some property privileges and greater power over the peasants. 
The increase of the nobility rights we observed during both Elizabeth and Peter III. Under Catherine, the nobility became not only a privileged class, having a proper internal organization, but also a class that dominated in a county (as a landowning class) and in general management (as a bureaucracy).
In parallel with the increase of noble rights the civil rights of the owner's peasants were falling. The heyday of noble privilege in the XVIII century must have been connected with the heyday of serfdom. Therefore, the time of Catherine II was the historical moment when serfdom reached its full and greatest development. Thus, the activities of Catherine II in relation to estates (let's not forget that the administrative measures of Catherine II had the character of estate measures) were a direct continuation and completion of those deviations from the old Russian system, which developed in the XVIII century. Catherine in her domestic policy acted in accordance with the traditions bequeathed to her from a number of her closest predecessors, and she just brought to the end what they had begun.

By the Grace of God WE, Alexander II, Emperor and Autocrat of All Russia, King of Poland, Grand Duke of Finland, etc., make known to all OUR faithful subjects: Called by Divine Providence and by the sacred right of inheritance to the Russian throne of OUR ancestors, WE vowed in OUR heart to respond to the mission which is entrusted to Us and to surround with OUR affection and OUR Imperial solicitude all OUR faithful subjects of every rank and condition, from the soldier who nobly defends the country to the humble artisan who works in industry; from the career official of the state to the plowman who tills the soil.
Examining the condition of classes and professions comprising the state, WE became convinced that the present state legislation favors the upper and middle classes, defines their obligations, rights, and privileges, but does not equally favor the serfs, so designated because in part from old laws and in part from custom they have been hereditarily subjected to the authority of landowners, who in turn were obligated to provide for their well being. Rights of nobles have been hitherto very broad and legally ill defined, because they stem from tradition, custom, and the good will of the noblemen. In most cases this has led to the establishment of good patriarchal relations based on the sincere, just concern and benevolence on the part of the nobles, and on affectionate submission on the part of the peasants. Because of the decline of the simplicity of morals, because of in the diversity of relations, because of the weakening of the direct paternal relationship of nobles toward the peasants, and because noble rights fell sometimes into the hands of people exclusively concerned with their personal interests, good relations weakened. The way was opened for an arbitrariness burdensome for the peasants and detrimental to their welfare, causing them to be indifferent to the improvement of their own existence.
These facts had already attracted the attention of OUR predecessors of glorious memory, and they had adopted measures aimed at improving the conditions of the peasants; but these measures were ineffective, partly because they depended on the free, generous action of nobles, and partly because they affected only some localities, by virtue of special circumstances or as an experiment Thus Alexander I issued a decree on free agriculturists, and the late Emperor Nicholas, OUR beloved father, promulgated one dealing with serfs: in the Western provinces, inventory regulations now determine the peasant land allotments and their obligations. But decrees on free agriculturists and [western] serfs have been carried out on a limited scale only.
WE thus became convinced that the problem of improving the condition of serfs was a sacred inheritance bequeathed to Us by OUR predecessors, a mission which, in the course of events, Divine Providence has called upon Us to fulfill.
WE have begun this task by expressing OUR confidence toward the Russian nobility, which has proven on so many occasions its devotion to the Throne, and its readiness to make sacrifices for the welfare of the country.
WE have left to the nobles themselves, in accordance with their own wishes, the task of preparing proposals for the new organization of peasant life; proposals that would limit their rights over the peasants, and the realization of which would inflict on them [the nobles] some material losses. OUR confidence was justified. Through members of the provincial committees, who were entrusted [with the task] by the corporate organizations of the nobility in each province, after collecting the necessary data, have formulated proposals on a new arrangement for serfs and their relationship with the nobles.
These proposals were diverse, because of the nature of the problem. They have been compared, collated, systematized, rectified and finalized in the Main Committee instituted for that purpose; and these new arrangements dealing with the peasants and household serfs of the nobility have been examined in the Council of State.

ARTICLE 1. The High Contracting Parties mutually promise peace and friendship, and will enter into no alliance or engagement directed against any one of their States.
They engage to proceed to an exchange of ideas on political and economic questions of a general nature which may arise, and they further promise one another mutual support within the limits of their own interests.
ARTICLE 2. In case Italy, without direct provocation on her part, should be attacked by France for any reason whatsoever, the two other Contracting Parties shall be bound to lend help and assistance with all their forces to the Party attacked.
This same obligation shall devolve upon Italy in case of any aggression without direct provocation by France against Germany.
ARTICLE 3. If one, or two, of the High Contracting Parties, without direct provocation on their part, should chance to be attacked and to be engaged in a war with two or more Great Powers non-signatory to the present Treaty, the casus foederis will arise simultaneously for all the High Contracting Parties.
ARTICLE 4. In case a Great Power non-signatory to the present Treaty should threaten the security of the states of one of the High Contracting Parties, and the threatened Party should find itself forced on that account to make war against it, the two others bind themselves to observe towards their Ally a benevolent neutrality. Each of them reserves to itself, in this case, the right to take part in the war, if it should see fit, to make common cause with its Ally.
ARTICLE 5. If the peace of any of the High Contracting Parties should chance to be threatened under the circumstances foreseen by the preceding Articles, the High Contracting Parties shall take counsel together in ample time as to the military measures to be taken with a view to eventual cooperation.
They engage henceforward, in all cases of common participation in a war, to conclude neither armistice, nor peace, nor treaty, except by common agreement among themselves.
ARTICLE 6. The High Contracting Parties mutually promise secrecy as to the contents and existence of the present Treaty.
ARTICLE 7. The present Treaty shall remain in force during the space of five years, dating from the day of the exchange of ratifications.
ARTICLE 8. The ratifications of the present Treaty shall be exchanged at Vienna within three weeks, or sooner if may be.

1) In our attitude towards the war, which under the new [provisional] government of Lvov and Co. unquestionably remains on Russia’s part a predatory imperialist war owing to the capitalist nature of that government, not the slightest concession to “revolutionary defencism” is permissible.
The class-conscious proletariat can give its consent to a revolutionary war, which would really justify revolutionary defencism, only on condition: (a) that the power pass to the proletariat and the poorest sections of the peasants aligned with the proletariat; (b) that all annexations be renounced in deed and not in word; (c) that a complete break be effected in actual fact with all capitalist interests.
In view of the undoubted honesty of those broad sections of the mass believers in revolutionary defencism who accept the war only as a necessity, and not as a means of conquest, in view of the fact that they are being deceived by the bourgeoisie, it is necessary with particular thoroughness, persistence and patience to explain their error to them, to explain the inseparable connection existing between capital and the imperialist war, and to prove that without overthrowing capital it is impossible to end the war by a truly democratic peace, a peace not imposed by violence.
The most widespread campaign for this view must be organised in the army at the front.
Fraternisation.
2) The specific feature of the present situation in Russia is that the country is passing from the first stage of the revolution—which, owing to the insufficient class-consciousness and organisation of the proletariat, placed power in the hands of the bourgeoisie—to its second stage, which must place power in the hands of the proletariat and the poorest sections of the peasants.
This transition is characterised, on the one hand, by a maximum of legally recognised rights (Russia is now the freest of all the belligerent countries in the world); on the other, by the absence of violence towards the masses, and, finally, by their unreasoning trust in the government of capitalists, those worst enemies of peace and socialism.
This peculiar situation demands of us an ability to adapt ourselves to the special conditions of Party work among unprecedentedly large masses of proletarians who have just awakened to political life.
3) No support for the Provisional Government; the utter falsity of all its promises should be made clear, particularly of those relating to the renunciation of annexations. Exposure in place of the impermissible, illusion-breeding “demand” that this government, a government of capitalists, should cease to be an imperialist government.
4) Recognition of the fact that in most of the Soviets of Workers’ Deputies our Party is in a minority, so far a small minority, as against a bloc of all the petty-bourgeois opportunist elements, from the Popular Socialists and the Socialist-Revolutionaries down to the Organising Committee (Chkheidze, Tsereteli, etc.), Steklov, etc., etc., who have yielded to the influence of the bourgeoisie and spread that influence among the proletariat.
The masses must be made to see that the Soviets of Workers’ Deputies are the only possible form of revolutionary government, and that therefore our task is, as long as this government yields to the influence of the bourgeoisie, to present a patient, systematic, and persistent explanation of the errors of their tactics, an explanation especially adapted to the practical needs of the masses.
As long as we are in the minority we carry on the work of criticising and exposing errors and at the same time we preach the necessity of transferring the entire state power to the Soviets of Workers’ Deputies, so that the people may overcome their mistakes by experience.
5) Not a parliamentary republic—to return to a parliamentary republic from the Soviets of Workers’ Deputies would be a retrograde step—but a republic of Soviets of Workers’, Agricultural Labourers’ and Peasants’ Deputies throughout the country, from top to bottom.

Comrade Kamenev, Stalin has probably already sent you the resolution of his commission on the entry of the independent republics into the R.S.F.S.R.
If he has not, please take it from the secretary at once, and read it. I spoke about it with Sokolnikov yesterday, and with Stalin today. Tomorrow I shall see Mdivani (the Georgian Communist suspected of “independent” sentiments).
In my opinion the matter is of utmost importance. Stalin tends to be somewhat hasty. Give the matter good thought (you once intended to deal with it, and even had a bit to do with it); Zinoviev too.
Stalin has already consented to make one concession: in Clause 1, instead of “entry” into the R.S.F.S.R., to put:
"Formal unification with the R.S.F.S.R. in a Union of Soviet Republics of Europe and Asia."
I hope the purport of this concession is clear: we consider ourselves, the Ukrainian S.S.R. and others, equal, and enter with them, on an equal basis, into a new union, a new   federation, the Union of the Soviet Republics of Europe and Asia.
Clause 2 needs to be amended as well. What is needed besides the sessions of the All-Russia Central Executive Committee of the R.S.F.S.R. is a
“Federal All-Union Central Executive Committee of the Union of the Soviet Republics of Europe and Asia.”
If the former should hold sessions once a week, and the latter once a week (or once a fortnight even), this may be easily arranged.
The important thing is not to provide material for the “pro-independence” people, not to destroy their independence, but to create another new storey, a federation of equal republics.
The second part of Clause 2 could stand: the dissatisfied will appeal (against decisions of the Council of Labour and Defence, and the Council of People’s Commissars) to the Federal All-Union Central Executive Committee, without thereby suspending implementation (just as in the R.S.F.S.R.).
Clause 3 could stand, but its wording should be: “amalgamate in federal People’s Commissariats whose seat shall be in Moscow, with the proviso that the respective People’s Commissariats of the R.S.F.S.R. have their authorised representatives with a small staff in all the Republics that have joined the Union of Republics of Europe and Asia.”
Part 2 of Clause 3 remains; perhaps it could be said to emphasise equality: “by agreement of the Central Executive Committees of the member republics of the Union of the Soviet Republics of Europe and Asia.”
Let’s think about Part 3: perhaps we had better substitute “mandatory” for “desirable”? Or perhaps insert conditionally mandatory at least in the form of a request for instructions and the authority to decide without such instructions solely in cases of “specially urgent importance”?
Clause 4 could perhaps also be “amalgamate by agreement of the Central Executive Committees”?
Perhaps add to Clause 5: “with the establishment of joint (or general) conferences and congresses of a purely consultative nature (or perhaps of a solely consultative nature)?
Appropriate alterations in the 1st and 2nd comments.
Stalin has agreed to delay submission of the resolution to the Political Bureau of the Central Committee until my return. I shall arrive on Monday, October 2. I should like to see you and Rykov for about two hours in the morning, say 12 noon to 2 p.m., and, if necessary, in the evening, say 5-7 or 6-8.
That is my tentative draft. I shall add or amend on the strength of talks with Mdivani and other comrades. I beg you to do the same, and to reply to me.

Declaration of the Three Powers, December 1, 1943
We the President of the United States, the Prime Minister of Great Britain, and the Premier of the Soviet Union, have met these four days past, in this, the Capital of our Ally, Iran, and have shaped and confirmed our common policy.
We express our determination that our nations shall work together in war and in the peace that will follow..
As to war-our military staffs have joined in our round table discussions, and we have concerted our plans for the destruction of the German forces. We have reached complete agreement as to the scope and timing of the operations to be undertaken from the east, west and south.
The common understanding which we have here reached guarantees that victory will be ours.
And as to peace-we are sure that our concord will win an enduring Peace. We recognize fully the supreme responsibility resting upon us and all the United Nations to make a peace which will command the goodwill of the overwhelming mass of the peoples of the world and banish the scourge and terror of war for many generations.
With our Diplomatic advisors we have surveyed the problems of the future. We shall seek the cooperation and active participation of all nations, large and small, whose peoples in heart and mind are dedicated, as are our own peoples, to the elimination of tyranny and slavery, oppression and intolerance. We will welcome them, as they may choose to come, into a world family of Democratic Nations.
No power on earth can prevent our destroying the German armies by land, their U Boats by sea, and their war plants from the air.
Our attack will be relentless and increasing.
Emerging from these cordial conferences we look with confidence to the day when all peoples of the world may live free lives, untouched by tyranny, and according to their varying desires and their own consciences.
We came here with hope and determination. We leave here, friends in fact, in spirit and in purpose.
Military Conclusions of the Tehran Conference
The Conference:-
(1) Agreed that the Partisans in Yugoslavia should be supported by supplies and equipment to the greatest possible extent, and also by commando operations:
(2) Agreed that, from the military point of view, it was most desirable that Turkey should come into the war on the side of the Allies before the end of the year:
(3) Took note of Marshal Stalin's statement that if Turkey found herself at war with Germany, and as a result Bulgaria declared war on Turkey or attacked her, the Soviet would immediately be at war with Bulgaria. The Conference further took note that this fact could be explicitly stated in the forthcoming negotiations to bring Turkey into the war:
(4) Took note that Operation OVERLORD would be launched during May 1944, in conjunction with an operation against Southern France. The latter operation would be undertaken in as great a strength as availability of landing-craft permitted. The Conference further took note of Marshal Stalin's statement that the Soviet forces would launch an offensive at about the same time with the object of preventing the German forces from transferring from the Eastern to the Western Front:
(5) Agreed that the military staffs of the Three Powers should henceforward keep in close touch with each other in regard to the impending operations in Europe. In particular it was agreed that a cover plan to mystify and mislead the enemy as regards these operations should be concerted between the staffs concerned.

Article 1
The Parties undertake, as set forth in the Charter of the United Nations, to settle any international dispute in which they may be involved by peaceful means in such a manner that international peace and security and justice are not endangered, and to refrain in their international relations from the threat or use of force in any manner inconsistent with the purposes of the United Nations.
Article 2
The Parties will contribute toward the further development of peaceful and friendly international relations by strengthening their free institutions, by bringing about a better understanding of the principles upon which these institutions are founded, and by promoting conditions of stability and well-being. They will seek to eliminate conflict in their international economic policies and will encourage economic collaboration between any or all of them.
Article 3
In order more effectively to achieve the objectives of this Treaty, the Parties, separately and jointly, by means of continuous and effective self-help and mutual aid, will maintain and develop their individual and collective capacity to resist armed attack.
Article 4
The Parties will consult together whenever, in the opinion of any of them, the territorial integrity, political independence or security of any of the Parties is threatened.
Article 5
The Parties agree that an armed attack against one or more of them in Europe or North America shall be considered an attack against them all, and consequently they agree that, if such an armed attack occurs, each of them, in exercise of the right of individual or collective self-defence recognised by Article 51 of the Charter of the United Nations, will assist the Party or Parties so attacked by taking forthwith, individually, and in concert with the other Parties, such action as it deems necessary, including the use of armed force, to restore and maintain the security of the North Atlantic area. 
Any such armed attack and all measures taken as a result thereof shall immediately be reported to the Security Council. Such measures shall be terminated when the Security Council has taken the measures necessary to restore and maintain international peace and security.

Dear friends, my dear friends.
Today I am sending you my last New Year’s greetings. But that’s not all: this is the last time I am addressing you as president of Russia.
I have taken a decision, one which I pondered long and painfully. I am resigning today, the last day of the departing century.
I have heard people say more than once that Yeltsin would cling to power as long as possible, that he would never let go. That is a lie. I have always said that I would never violate the Constitution, that the parliamentary elections must be held in the timeframe stipulated by the Constitution, and this is exactly how we acted. I also wanted the presidential election to be held as planned, in June 2000. This is very important for Russia. We are creating a vital precedent of a civilized and voluntary transfer of presidential power to a newly elected president. And yet, I have taken a different decision: I am leaving before the end of my term.
I saw that I had to do this. Russia should enter the new millennium with new politicians, new faces, new people who are intelligent, strong and energetic, while we, those who have been in power for many years, must leave.
When I saw the hope with which the people voted for a new generation of politicians in the parliamentary elections, I knew that my life’s work was done. Russia will never retrace its steps; it will keep moving into the future. And I must not stand in the way of that logical progression. Why cling to power for six more months when the country has a strong leader who can be its president, a man on whom nearly all Russians are pinning their hopes for the future? Why stand in his way? Why wait another half year? That is not for me.
Today, on this extremely important day for me, I want to say a few more personal words than I usually do. I want to ask your forgiveness – for the dreams that have not come true, and for the things that seemed easy but turned out to be so excruciatingly difficult. I am asking your forgiveness for failing to justify the hopes of those who believed me when I said that we would leap from the grey, stagnating totalitarian past into a bright, prosperous and civilized future. I believed in that dream, I believed that we would cover the distance in one leap.
We didn’t. I was too naive in some things, and the problems turned out to be bigger than expected in other things. We ploughed ahead through mistakes and failures. Many people were traumatised by that time of upheavals.
I want you to know – I have never said this before, and I want to say it now – that the pain of every one of you was my pain, the pain of my heart. I spent sleepless nights, agonised thinking about what could be done to make life easier, if only a bit, for the people. It was my highest goal.
I am leaving now. I have done everything I could. I am not leaving for health reasons, but for a multitude of reasons. A new generation is taking my place, a generation of people who can do more and better.

I will begin this Address with an evaluation of events so far this year. Our country held elections to its key institutions of power this year. A new Government was formed following the presidential election and the parliamentary parties began full scale work in the new State Duma.
Implementation began of new plans for long-term economic and social development. Work is underway on factories and roads. The Armed Forces are being modernised and re-armed. We are spreading and developing new technology. We are establishing educational, scientific and medical centres. Our country’s sportspeople have achieved some memorable victories.
But for our citizens, for all of us, this year has not just been a time of new hopes and achievements. Events of great significance for each one of us in this country, I am sure, have taken place, events that have also been a serious test for all of Russia.
I am talking about the barbaric attack on South Ossetia, and also about the growing global financial crisis. These two very different problems have some common features and, one could say, have a common cause. The Georgian army’s attack on Russian peacekeepers resulted in tragedy for many thousands of people, for entire peoples. This provocation led to a sharp increase in tension throughout the entire Caucasus region. 
The conflict in the Caucasus was used as a pretext for NATO naval vessels to enter the Black Sea and then to speed up the imposition of an American missile defence system on Europe. This situation forces Russia to take measures in response (which I will talk about today). Thus, Tbilisi’s adventure in its own backyard has had repercussions that go far beyond the region, have increased tension across Europe and throughout the whole world, cast doubts on the effectiveness of the international security institutions and destabilised the foundations of the world order. 
The global financial crisis also began as a ‘local crisis’ on the U.S. domestic market. As the biggest developed economy, tightly linked to the markets in all the developed countries, when the U.S. economy began to slide it pulled financial markets all around the globe with it in its fall. This crisis has now become global in scale.
This tendency of local problems to take on a global character has become a typical feature of our interdependent world. We have long since made our choice in favour of far-reaching integration into the world economy. We are aware of our responsibilities. Having gained some considerable advantages during the period of active global economic growth, Russia is ready now to stand together with other countries to address the difficulties that have slowed this growth down. But we need to put in place mechanisms that can block the mistaken, selfish and at times simply dangerous decisions made by some members of the international community. It makes no sense to hide the fact that the tragedy of Tskhinvali was made possible in part by the conceit of an American administration that closed its ears to criticism and preferred the road of unilateral decisions.
I think that this idea that emerged in the United States after the Soviet Union collapsed that its view is the only indisputably correct view led the U.S. authorities also into making serious economic miscalculations. They let this currency bubble grow in the interests of stimulating domestic growth but did not bother coordinating their decisions with the other players on the global markets and neglected even the most basic sense of measure. They did not listen to the numerous warnings from their partners (including from us). As a result they have caused damage to themselves and to others.

4. Methodical recommendations on the use of a point-rating system for assessing students ’educational achievements in the framework of studying the discipline "HISTORY"
In the framework of the implementation of the point-rating system for evaluating students academic achievements in the discipline, the following rules for the formation of
• the current actual student rating,
• bonus actual learner rating is exist.
4.1. Rules for the formation of the current actual student rating.
The current actual rating (CAR) for the discipline (maximum 5 points) is calculated as the total actual modular rating. The modular rating is calculated as the arithmetic average of the results (points) of all control points aimed at evaluating the success of mastering the discipline as part of classroom and extracurricular work (CSR):
- current monitoring of students' progress at each seminar on the discipline (TC);
- intermediate control of students' progress in the discipline (BK).
For each seminar there are provided from 1 to 2 control points (report, presentation), for which the student receives from 0 to 5 points inclusive. The essay is not a mandatory reference point for each lesson. Preparation of the report and presentation - are mandatory test points, if they provided by the structure of the seminar.
 In total, the discipline provides for 3 control points: 1 - the SCW and 2 mid-term controls on the modules. The form of organization of the SCW - referencing. The form of organization of the midterm control is an verbal test.
Evaluation criteria for each form of control are presented in the FVT for the discipline.
The arithmetic average of the results (points) is calculated as the ratio of the sum of all grades received by the student (mandatory checkpoints and more) to the number of these grades.
When skipping a seminar lesson, mandatory “control points” are set to “0” points. The opportunity to improve the current ranking of academic disciplines during consultation hours in accordance with the schedule of consultations of the department is given to the leaner.
4.2. The rules of formation of the point's bonus of an actual student.
The actual bonus rating for the discipline (the maximum number of points is determined by the fact of gaining bonus points by students of this academic year in this specialty area and does not have a specific maximum value).
Bonus points are awarded only if the educational process is successful (average grade from 3.0 and higher). With an average score below this value, bonus points are not awarded.
