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1. Explanatory note
Independent work is a form of organization of the educational process, which stimulates activity, autonomy, and cognitive interest of students.
Independent work of students is a mandatory component of the educational process, as it ensures the consolidation of the knowledge gained through the acquisition of reflection skills and the expansion of their content, solving actual problems of forming general cultural (universal), professional competencies, research activities, preparation for classes and passing intermediate certification
Independent work of students represents a combination of classroom and extracurricular activities and work, ensuring the successful development of the educational program of higher education in accordance with the requirements of the FSBEI. The choice of the form of the organization of independent work of students is determined by the content of the academic discipline and the form of the organization of training (lecture, seminar, practical exercise, etc.).
Independent work in the educational process in high school solves the following tasks:
- consolidation and expansion of knowledge, skills gained by students during classroom and extracurricular activities, turning them into stereotypes of mental and physical activity;
- the acquisition of additional knowledge and skills in the discipline;
- the formation and development of knowledge and skills related to research activities;
- development of orientation and attitudes towards the quality learning of the educational program by students;
- development of self-organization skills;
- the formation of independent thinking, the ability to self-development, self-improvement and self-realization;
- development of skills for effective independent professional theoretical, practical, and educational and research activities.
2. Сontent of the independent work of students.
The content of tasks for independent work of students in discipline is presented in the fund of evaluation tools for current monitoring of progress and intermediate certification in the discipline, which is attached to the work program of the discipline, section 6 "Educational and methodological support for the discipline (module)", in the information system University.
The list of educational, educational and methodological, scientific literature and information resources for independent work is presented in the work program of the discipline, section 8 "List of basic and additional educational literature necessary for mastering the discipline (module)".

3. Guidelines for the implementation of tasks for independent work on the discipline.
Methodical instructions for students
on the formation of skills of taking notes of the lecture material
1. The basis for the qualitative mastering of the lecture material is the outline, but the outline is not so much a device for fixing and remembering the content of the lecture but a tool for its mastering in the future. Therefore, consider what your abstract should be, so that you can solve the following tasks faster and more successfully:
a) to refine the records in the future (to clarify, to enter new information);
b) to work on the content of the records - compare the individual parts, highlight the main ideas, draw conclusions;
c) reduce the time to find the necessary material in the outline;
d) reduce the time required for the repetition of the studied and traversed material, and increase the speed and accuracy of memorization.
In order to fulfill the points “c” and “d”, during the work on the abstract it is advisable to make notes with a pencil:
Example 1
/ - read again;
// trace the source;
? - it is not clear, requires clarification;
! - boldly;
S is too hard.
Example 2
= - this is important;
[- make statements;
[] - statements made;
! - very important;
? - it is necessary to look, it is not entirely clear;    - basic definitions;
   - not of interest.
2. When taking notes, it is better to use large format notebooks - for convenience and freedom in rational placement of records on a sheet, as well as separate, lined in a cage sheets, which can be quickly and easily connected and separated.
3. While writing on one side of the sheet, during the study of the material, it will be possible to decompose the necessary sheets on the table and, changing their order, bring together different parts of the course, which makes it easier to compare, establish links, summarize the material.
4. With any method of note-taking, it is advisable to leave free space on the sheet for subsequent additions and notes. These are either wide fields or blank pages.
5. The recording of lectures is conducted on the right page of each sheet in a spread, the left one remains clean. If this is not done, then in preparing for the exams, additional, explanatory and other information will have to be entered between the lines, and the outline will turn into a text, that is unsuitable for reading and assimilation.
6. During note-taking, you should use the principle of distant note-taking, which allows separate blocks of information to be divided both horizontally and vertically during recording: separate parts of the text are separated by distinct spaces - this is the vertical division; horizontally, the material is divided into zones by fields: I - text to be marked out, II - own notes, questions, conventional signs, III - subsequent additions, information from other sources.
7. A huge help in understanding the logic of the stated material is provided by rubrication, i.e. numbering or designation of all its sections, subsections and smaller structures. In this case, simultaneously with the note-taking, a plan of the text is drawn up. It is important that each new thought, aspect or part of the lecture should be marked with its sign (number, letter) and separated from others.
8. The basic principle of note-taking is not to write everything, but in such a way as to preserve everything that is really important and the logic of presentation of the material, which, if necessary, will allow you to completely “unwrap” the outline in the source text using the formula “outline + memory = source text”.
9. In any text, there are words of reference, for example, helping to understand more important information (“as a result”, “as a result”, “in this way”, “summary”, “conclusion”, “summarizing all the above”, etc. .) or difference signals, i.e. words indicating a particularity, the specificity of the object of consideration (“feature”, “characteristic feature”, “specificity”, “main difference”, etc.). Following these words is usually very important for understanding the information. Pay attention to them.
10. If during the lecture graphic modeling is offered, then the reference scheme is written large, free, as the crowding and small print make it difficult to understand.
11. Usually in a lecture there are several basic ideas around which the rest of the material is grouped. It is very important to identify and clearly fix these ideas.
12. In the lecture, the plan, sources, concepts, definitions, basic formulas, schemes, principles, methods, laws, hypotheses, evaluations, and conclusions are written in most detail.
13. Each listener has his own cursive system, which is based on the following techniques: the words most frequently encountered in this field are shortened the most; There are generally accepted abbreviations and abbreviations: "because", "etc.", etc .; Mathematical signs which are often used: "+", "-", "=", ">". "<" And others; adjective endings and participles are often omitted; words beginning with a root are written without ending (“soc.”, “cap.”, etc.) or without a middle (“quan-ty”, “intr-n”, etc.). ).
14. Understanding the material and quickly find the right system of accents and signs. During the lecture, on the desk there should be 2-3 colored pencils or felt-tip pens with which arrows, wavy lines, frames, conventional symbols on the auxiliary field is drawn, underline or denote key aspects of the lectures.
For example, a straight line denotes an important thought, a wavy - an incomprehensible thought, a vertical line in the margin - a particularly important thought. The main thesis is highlighted in red, the wording is blue or black, and the green is the actual illustrative material.
15. The quality of assimilation of the material depends on its active hearing, therefore, externally show your attitude to one or another of its aspects: agreement, disagreement, bewilderment, question, etc. - This will allow the lecturer to better adapt the presented material to the audience.
16. An indicator of attention to educational information are questions to the lecturer. In the course of the lecture, try to find and mark those aspects of the lecture that can become a “hook” for the question, and then in the next lectures learn to formulate questions without distracting from the perception of the content.
Guidelines for students to prepare for practical exercises
Practical lesson is a form of organization of the educational process, aimed at improving the practical skills of the students through group discussion on the topic or educational problems under the guidance of a teacher.
When developing an oral response to a practical lesson, you can use the classical scheme of oratory. This scheme is based on 5 stages:
1. Selection of the necessary material content of the upcoming performance.
2. Drawing up a plan, dismembering the collected material in the necessary logical sequence.
3. “Verbal expression”, literary speech processing, saturation of its content.
4. Memorization of the text of speech or its individual aspects (if necessary).
5. Speaking with appropriate intonation, facial expressions, gestures.
Recommendations for constructing a composition of an oral response:
1. The introduction should:
-  draw attention, to cause the interest of listeners to the problem, the subject of the answer;
- explain why your judgments about the subject (problem) are authoritative, significant;
-  establish contact with the audience by pointing out common views, previous experience.
2. The pre-notification should:
- reveal the history of the problem (subject) of the speech;
- show its social, scientific or practical significance;
- reveal previously known attempts to solve it.
3. In the process of argumentation it is necessary:
- to formulate the main thesis and provide, if necessary for its explanation, additional information;
- to formulate an additional thesis, if necessary, accompanying it with additional information;
- to formulate a conclusion in general terms;
- point out the disadvantages of alternative positions and the advantages of your position.
4. In conclusion, it is advisable:
- summarize your position on the problem under discussion, your final conclusion and decision;
- justify what the consequences in case of refusal of your approach to solving the problem.
Recommendations for a detailed response plan
to theoretical questions of practical training
1. Reading the studied material for the first time, divide it into the main semantic parts, highlight the main thoughts, conclusions.
2. In drawing up a detailed outline plan, formulate its points, sub-items, determine what exactly should be included in the outline plan for disclosing each of them.
3. The most significant aspects of the material under study (theses) consistently and briefly state in your own words or quote as quotations.
4. In the summary include both the main provisions and specific facts and examples, but without their detailed description.
5. Write individual words and whole sentences in abbreviated form, write out only keywords, instead of quoting, make references only to the pages of the cited work, use symbols.
6. Position the paragraph steps, use colored pencils, markers, markers to highlight significant places.
Guidelines for preparing for the test
Preparation for the test. Examination is assigned after studying a certain section  of the discipline. It is a set of detailed written answers to students and questions they receive in advance from the teacher.
Algorithm of preparation for the test:
- the study of lecture notes, disclosing the material, which is checking by the test;
- repetition of educational material obtained in preparation for seminars, practical exercises and during their implementation;
- the study of additional literature, which specifies the content of the knowledge being verified;
- drawing up in a mental form answers to the questions posed in the test;
- the formation of a psychological attitude towards the successful fulfillment of all tasks.
Guidelines for the preparation of the verbal report
Report - a public message or document that contains information and reflects the essence of the issue or research in relation to this situation.
Algorithm for task execution:
1) to clearly formulate the topic;
2) to study and select the literature recommended on the topic, highlighting three sources of bibliographic information:
- primary (articles, dissertations, monographs, etc.);
- secondary (bibliography, abstract journals, signal information, plans, graph charts, subject indexes, etc.);
- tertiary (reviews, compilation works, reference books, etc.);
3) write a plan that is fully consistent with the chosen topic and logically reveals it;
4) write a report, observing the following requirements:
- to the structure of the report - it should include: a brief introduction, justifying the relevance of the problem; main text; conclusion with brief conclusions on the studied problem; list of references;
- to the content of the report - the general provisions should be supported and explained with concrete examples; you should not retell individual chapters of a textbook or textbook, but set forth their own ideas on the substance of the issues under consideration, make your own suggestions;
5) to arrange the work in accordance with the requirements.
Guidelines for the preparation of a written outline
written outline (or conspect from lat. Conspectus - review, presentation) - 1) a written text that systematically, briefly, logically and consistently conveys the content of the main source of information (articles, books, lectures, etc.); 2) a synthesizing form of the record, which may include a plan for the source of information, an extract from it and its theses.
In the process of performing independent work, you can use the following types of outline: (the teacher can immediately indicate the required type of abstract, based on the goals and objectives of independent work)
- planned summary (plan-outline) - a summary based on a generated plan consisting of a certain number of points (with headings) and sub-items corresponding to specific parts of the source of information;
- textual summary - a detailed form of presentation, based on extracts from the source text and its quoting (with logical links);
- an arbitrary summary - a summary that includes several ways of working on the material (extracts, quotations, plans, etc.);
- schematic abstract (contextual scheme) - abstract based on a plan made up of points in the form of questions that should be answered;
- thematic summary - development and lighting in the concise form of a particular issue, topic;
- reference abstract (introduced by V.F. Shatalov) - a summary in which the content of the source of information is encoded with the help of graphic symbols, drawings, numbers, keywords, etc .;
- summary - processing of several texts made with the purpose of their comparison and reduction to a single construction;
- selective summary - selection of information from the text on a specific topic.
In the process of performing independent work, the student can use the following forms of note taking: (the teacher can immediately indicate the required form of note taking based on the content of the task and the goals of the independent work)
- plan (simple, complex) - a form of note taking, which includes the analysis of the structure of the text, synthesis, selection of the logic of the development of events and their essence;
- extracts - are the simplest form of note taking, almost literally reproducing the text;
- Theses - note taking form, which is a conclusion made on the basis of the text source;
- citation - verbatim statement, which is used when it is impossible to convey the author’s thought in your own words.
Algorithm of the assignment:
1) to determine the purpose of the summary;
2) write down the name of the text or its part;
3) record the text output (author, place and year of publication);
4) to highlight at primary reading the main semantic parts of the text;
5) highlight the main provisions of the text;
6) highlight concepts, terms that require clarification;
7) consistently and briefly present in their own words the essential provisions of the material being studied;
8) include in the findings conclusions on the main provisions, specific facts and examples (without a detailed description);
9) use the techniques of visual reflection of the content (paragraphs “steps”, different ways of underlining, pens of different colors);
10) to observe the rules of quoting (the quotation must be enclosed in quotes, a reference to its source is given, a page is indicated).
Guidelines for the implementation of the glossary
Glossary - a dictionary of specialized terms and their definitions. Glossary article - definition of the term. The purpose of the glossary is to collect and systematize concepts or terms, united by common specific topics, from one or several sources.
Algorithm of the assignment:
1) to carefully read the work (educational / scientific text);
2) to define the most common terms;
3) to make a list of terms, united by a common theme;
4) to arrange the terms in alphabetical order;
5) to write glossary articles:
- give the exact wording of the term in the nominative case;
- open up the meaning of this term.
Guidelines for the implementation of information retrieval
(search for unstructured information)
Tasks of modern information retrieval:
- the decision of questions of modeling;
- classification of documents;
- filtering, classification of documents;
- design architectures of search engines and user interfaces;
- information retrieval (annotation and reviewing of documents);
- selection of information retrieval language of a query in search engines.
In the process of doing independent work, a student can use various types of search (the teacher can immediately indicate the type of information search required to complete the task):
- bibliographic search - search for the necessary information about the source and the establishment of its presence in the system of other sources. It is conducted by searching for bibliographic information and bibliographic manuals (informational publications);
- search for the information sources themselves (documents and publications) that contain or may contain the necessary information;
- search for factual information contained in the literature, in a book (for example, about historical facts and events, biographical data from the life and work of a writer, scientist, etc.).
Algorithm of the assignment:
1) the definition of the field of knowledge;
2) the choice of the type and source of data;
3) collection of materials that are necessary for filling the information model;
4) selection of the most useful information;
5) the choice of information processing method (classification, clustering, regression analysis, etc.);
6) the choice of the algorithm for finding patterns;
7) search for patterns, formal rules and structural links in the collected information;
8) creative interpretation of the results.
Guidelines for the preparation and registration of the abstract
Abstract - an independent research work of a student on the disclosure of the essence of the investigated problem, the presentation of various points of view and student's own views on it. In the abstract all its structural elements should be in the sequence: title page, content, introduction, main part, conclusion, list of references.
1. The title page of the abstract should have the name of the university, the name of the faculty and department on which this work is performed, the name of the abstract, the name and group that performed it, the name and degree of the examiner.
2. In the table of contents the names of the paragraphs of the essay are sequentially stated, the pages with which each point begins
3. The introduction formulates the essence of the problem being studied, justifies the choice of the topic, determines its significance and relevance, indicates the purpose and objectives of the abstract, describes the used literature.
4. Main part: each section demonstrates a separate problem or one of its sides, logically is a continuation of the previous one; in the main part can be presented tables, graphs, schemes.
5. Conclusion: summarizes or provides a generalized conclusion on the topic of the abstract, offers recommendations.
The content of the essay should be logical; the presentation of the material is problem-thematic in nature, and the text fully reflects the topic, meeting the following requirements:
- the relevance of the problem;
- the validity of the problems, issues, suggestions;
- consistency and brevity of presentation;
- reflection of opinions on the issue of the referee.
References which used in the text of the abstract to the sources must be made out in square brackets, indicating the source number of the list of references given at the end of the work (for example: [2]). A dot after the number indicates the author’s sentences or pages of his texts literally quoted (for example: [2. p. 24-25]). Own names of authors in the text of the abstract and sources in a foreign language should  be written in the original language. The volume of the abstract as an integral part of pedagogical practice should be from 15 to 20 typewritten A4 pages. Font size "Times New Roman" 14 pt, line spacing, margins: right - 10 mm; top, left and bottom - 20 mm. Page numbering should be end-to-end, starting from the title page (no number is placed on the title page).
Guidelines for preparing a computer presentation
Computer presentation: a demonstration in visual form of the main provisions of the report, the degree of development of the content of the problem.
Algorithm for preparing a computer presentation:
1) preparation and coordination with the supervisor of the text of the report;
2) development of the structure of the presentation;
3) creating a presentation in Power Point;
4) rehearsing a report using a presentation.
Requirements for the design of a computer presentation:
- The presentation should fully comply with the text of your report. First of all, you need to compile the text of the report itself, secondly - to create a presentation.
- The title slide should contain the subject of the report and the last name, first name and patronymic of the speaker.
- The sequence of slides should clearly follow the structure of your report. Do not plan to go back to the previous slides or turn them forward in the course of the report, this will complicate the process and may break the course of your reasoning.
- Do not try to reflect in the presentation the entire text of the report! Slides should show only the main points of your report.
- Slides should not be overloaded with graphic and textual information, various animation effects.
- The text on the slides should not be too small (skittle 24-28).
- Sentences should be short, maximum - 7 words. Each individual information should be in a separate sentence or on a separate slide.
- Theses of the report should be generally understood.
- No spelling errors in the text of the presentation!
- Illustrations (drawings, graphs, tables) should have a clear, concise and expressive title.
- In the design of the presentation adhere to the principle of "the less, the better"
- Do not use more than 3 different colors on one slide.
- Beware of light colors, they are poorly visible from afar.
- The combination of background colors and text should be such that the text can be easily read. The best combination: white background, black text. Black or dark blue is recommended as the main font.
- It is better to use the same color scheme throughout the presentation, rather than different styles for each slide.
- Use only one type of font. It is better to use a simple typeface instead of exotic and ornate fonts.
- The final slide, as a rule, is "thank for attention", it also gives information for contacts.
Requirements for the text of the presentation:
- do not write long text;
- break text information into slides;
- use headings and subheadings;
- for better readability, use: formatting, lists, selection of fonts.
Presentation background requirements:
It is recommended to use: blue on white, black on yellow, green on white, black on white, white on blue, green on red, red on yellow, red on white, orange on black, black on red, orange on white, red on green .
Presentation illustration requirements:
- The more abstract the material, the more effective the illustration.
- What can be depicted, it is better not to describe in words.
- To depict what is difficult or impossible to describe in words.
- Use animation as one of the effective means of attracting user attention and managing it.
- Use video information that allows the dynamics to display information in real time, which is not available during traditional training.
- Remember that video requires a lot of computational resources and significant costs for the delivery and reproduction of the image.
4. Criteria for evaluating the results of the tasks for independent work of students.
Verbal survey
The rating "EXCELLENT" assesses the answer, which shows a solid knowledge of the basic questions of the material under study, is distinguished by the depth and completeness of the disclosure of the topic; there is possession of terminological apparatus; the ability to explain the essence of phenomena, processes, events, to draw conclusions and generalizations, to give reasoned answers, to give examples; fluency in monologue speech, consistency and consistency of response.
Evaluation of "GOOD" assesses the answer, which reveals a solid knowledge of the basic questions of the material under study, is distinguished by the depth and completeness of the disclosure of the topic; there is a possession of terminological apparatus; the ability to explain the essence of phenomena, processes, events, to draw conclusions and generalizations, to give reasoned answers, to give examples; fluency in monologue speech, consistency of response. However, one or two inaccuracies in the response are allowed.
The assessment "SATISFACTORY" assesses the answer, testifying mainly about the knowledge of the material under study, which is characterized by insufficient depth and completeness of the disclosure of the topic; there is knowledge of the main issues of the theory; poorly formed skills of analyzing phenomena, processes, insufficient ability to give reasoned answers and give examples; not enough fluency in monologue speech, logic and consistency of response. Several errors in the content of the response are allowed.
The assessment “UNSATISFACTORY” evaluates the answer, which reveals the lack of knowledge of the material under study, which is characterized by a shallow disclosure of the topic; there is on ignorance of the main issues of the theory, unformed skills of analyzing phenomena, processes; the inability to give reasoned answers, weak possession of monologue speech, lack of consistency, serious errors are made in the content of the response.
Defending of the essay
The “EXCELLENT” grade is set if the students fulfill all the requirements for writing and defending an essay: the problem is indicated and its relevance is justified, a brief analysis of different points of view on the problem is made and their own position is logically presented, conclusions are formulated, the topic is fully disclosed, the volume is met, requirements for appearance are satisfied, the correct answers to additional questions are given.
The mark "GOOD" is set if the students have fulfilled the basic requirements for the abstract and its protection, but there are some shortcomings. In particular, there are inaccuracies in the presentation of the material; there is no logical sequence in the judgments; volume of abstract is not maintained; there are omissions in the design; On additional questions are given incomplete answers.
The score "SATISFACTORY" is set if the student permits significant deviations from the requirements for referencing. In particular, the topic is only partially covered; there are factual errors in the content of the abstract or when answering additional questions; during the protection there is no output.
The score “UNSATISFACTORY” is set if the students do not disclose the topic of the essay, there is a significant misunderstanding of the problem.
Evaluation criteria for the report
The mark "EXCELLENT" is given to the student, if the content of the report corresponds to the subject stated in the title; the report is designed in accordance with the general requirements of writing and technical requirements for the design of the report; the report has a clear composition and structure; in the text of the report there are no logical violations in the presentation of the material; the list of used literature and references to the used literature in the text of the report are correctly drawn up and are fully presented; no spelling, punctuation, grammatical, lexical, stylistic and other errors in the author's text; The report is an independent study, a qualitative analysis of the material found is presented, there are no plagiarism facts.
The mark "GOOD" is given to the student, if the content of the abstract corresponds to the subject stated in the title; the report is designed in accordance with the general requirements for writing the report, but there are errors in the technical design; the abstract has a clear composition and structure; in the text of the report there are no logical violations in the presentation of the material; The list of references is fully presented, but there are mistakes in design; the references to the used literature in the text of the report are correctly drawn up and are fully represented; no spelling, punctuation, grammatical, lexical, stylistic and other errors in the author's text; The report is an independent study, a qualitative analysis of the material found is presented, and there are no plagiarism facts.
Assessment "SATISFACTORY": if the content of the report corresponds to the subject stated in the title; but the report is framed with serious errors in the technical design; in the text of the report there are logical violations in the presentation of the material; errors in the design of the list of references; the references to the used literature in the text of the report are incorrectly executed or not fully represented; there are few spelling, punctuation, grammatical, lexical, stylistic and other errors in the author's text.
Assessment “UNCONFECTABLE”: if the content of the report does not correspond to the subject stated in the title; the report noted violations of the general requirements of writing the report; there are errors in the technical design; In general, the report does not have a clear composition and structure; in the text of the report there are logical violations in the presentation of the material; the list of references is incomplete, there are errors in its design; there are no references to the used literature in the text of the report, there are frequent spelling, punctuation, grammatical, lexical, stylistic and other errors in the author's text.
Criteria for evaluating examinations
The mark "EXCELLENT" is set if the student has completed the work without errors and omissions, made no more than one error.
The grade is “GOOD” if the student has completed the work fully, but made no more than one non-flawed error and one flaw, or no more than two flaws.
The score "SATISFACTORY": if the student correctly performed at least half of the work or made no more than two blunders, permits the distortion of facts.
A score of "UNSATISFACTORY" if the student has made a number of errors and omissions exceeding the norm at which the grade "3" can be set, or if less than half of the work was done correctly.
Presentation evaluation criteria:
The mark “EXCELLENT” is given to the student if: the presentation corresponds to the topic of independent work; - decorated title slide with title (topic, goals, plan, etc.); The formulated topic is clearly stated and structured; used graphic images (photos, pictures, etc.) corresponding to the topic; style, colors, animation, sound; The work is framed and submitted in due time.
The mark "GOOD" is given to the student if: the presentation corresponds to the topic of independent work; decorated title slide with title (topic, goals, plan, etc.); The formulated topic is clearly stated and structured; used graphic images (photos, pictures, etc.) corresponding to the topic; The work is framed and submitted in due time.
The grade “UNSATISFACTORY” is given to the student if the work is not done or contains material not on the subject.
In all other cases, the work is rated at "SATISFACTORY."
Requirements for the design of the text:
The presentation is created on the specified topic. Presentation volume should be not less than 10 slides. Slide background - monophonic. Align text to the left, headings - in the center.
The text font on the slide is 28-30 pt. It is recommended to place pictures or illustrations on the slide. When creating a presentation, you can use the recommended literature and Internet resources. At the process of the defending into account are taken the presentation, content and relevance of the material.
Defense of the project
Project is a set of documents (calculations, drawings, etc.) dedicated to the creation of any structure or product, the preliminary text of any document. Basically, it's a plan of something, independent student activities to solve a problem with the achievement of practical results. It allows you to assess the level of knowledge of students on the project problem, as well as the skills of planning, goal-setting, conducting research, practical application of knowledge in typical and non-standard situations (for example, the material design of a project product or its components). To assess students' skills a project should have a practical-oriented nature, in which students' ability to apply knowledge in typical and non-standard situations (for example, the material design of a project product or its components) can be clearly seen.
A history project is a form of testing a student’s knowledge and skills, which helps to analyze the development of these skills and their accordance to competence. The project is prepared by students during the whole process of learning and is reported orally with a demonstration of the presentation, additional questions from the audience and the teacher are suggested. The project itself provides a presentation and an oral report on the selected issue. As a rule, the scope of the project should exceed 25 slides, in order for the student to fully cover the topic. The presentation should contain equal volume of text and illustrations. The text of the presentation should be without factual and grammatical errors, logically and meaningfully connected. In addition, a student, in view of the specifics of the contingent of students, can write both in Russian and English. Also, this work can be both individual and group, but the group itself can not exceed two students. The presentation plan assumes: 1. relevance of the topic; 2 subject and its consistent disclosure (the main content of the work); 3 conclusions and results.

Project evaluation criteria:
The “EXCELLENT” grade is set if students meet all the requirements for writing and defensing the project: the problem is indicated and its relevance is justified, a brief analysis of different points of view on the problem is made and their own position is logically presented, conclusions are formulated, the topic is fully disclosed, the volume and requirements for appearance is apropriate, correct answers to additional questions is given.
The mark "GOOD" is set if students who have fulfilled the basic requirements for the project and its defensing, but there are some shortcomings. In particular, there are inaccuracies in the presentation of the material; there is no logical sequence in the judgments; project scope not sustained; there are omissions in the design; incomplete answers are given on additional questions during the defensing of the project .
The score "SATISFACTORY" is set if students admit significant deviations from the requirements. In particular, the topic is only partially covered; there are factual errors in the content or in answering additional questions; there is no output during the project defensing.
The score “UNSATISFACTORY” is set if students do not disclose the topic, a significant misunderstanding of the problem is revealed.
