Recommendations for the construction of the composition of the oral response:
1. The introduction should:
- draw attention, arouse the interest of students to the problem, the object of holes is, that;
- explain why your judgments about the subject (problem) are the author and aunt, significant;
- establish contact with listeners by pointing to general views, past experience.
2. The notice should:
- reveal the history of the problem (subject) of the speech;
- show its social, scientific or practical significance;
- reveal previously known attempts to solve it.
3. In the process of argumentation it is necessary:
- to formulate the main thesis and give, if necessary for its connector with neniya, additional information;
- formulate an additional thesis, if necessary accompanying it with additional information;
- formulate a conclusion in a general form;
- indicate the alternative positions disadvantages and advantages of your item on zitsii .
4. In conclusion, it is advisable:
- summarize your position on the problem, in your final s of water and the solution;
- substantiate what are the consequences in case of failure on your approach to the resh e NIJ problems.
 
Recommendations for a detailed response plan
to theoretical questions of practical training
 
1. When reading the studied material for the first time, subdivide it into the main semantic parts, highlight the main thoughts, conclusions.
2. In drawing up the detailed plan-abstract articulate his points, items, to determine what should be included in the plan, to reveal an outline s ment of each of them.
3. The most significant aspects of the material under study (abstract) placentas and Tel'nykh and summarized in their own words or actuator as quotations.
4. In the synopsis include both the main points, and specific facts, and examples, but without a detailed description thereof.
5. Individual words and whole sentences write abbreviated, discharge only keywords, instead of citing only make links to pages i and Convertible work, use symbols.
6. Place the stairs paragraphs, use crayons, mark e ry, felt-tip pens to highlight the important places.
 
 
Guidelines for preparing a computer presentation
 
Computer presentation: demonstration in graphic form the main floor of zheny report, the degree of development of the content of the problem.
 
Algorithm for preparing a computer presentation :
 
1) preparation and coordination with the supervisor of the text of the report;
2) development of the presentation structure;
3) creating a presentation in Power Point;
4) rehearsal of the report using presentation.
Requirements for the design of a computer presentation:
- The presentation should fully comply with the text of your report . First of all, you need to compose the text of the report itself, and secondly, create a presentation.
- Title Slide should contain the subject of the report and the name and otches t in speaker.
- The order of the slides must clearly match the structure of your rep and yes. Do not plan in a report to return to the previous slide or n e relistyvat them forward, it will complicate the process and can bring down the course of your reasoning is, Nij.
- Do not try to reflect the entire report in the presentation! Slides should show only the main points of your report.
- Slides should not be overloaded with graphic and textual information and it , with various animation effects.
- The text on the slides should not be too small (size 24-28).
- Sentences should be short, maximum 7 words . Each department s naya information should be in a separate proposal, or on a separate slide .
- Theses of the report should be generally understood .
- Spelling errors in the presentation text are not allowed !
- Illustrations (drawings, graphs, tables) should have a clear , short and expressive title .
- The design of the presentation stick to the principle of "less is lu h Chez"
- Do not use more than 3 different colors on one slide.
- Beware of light colors , they are poorly visible from afar.
- The combination of background colors and text should be such that the text can be easily read . The best combination: white background, black text . It is recommended to use black or dark blue as the main font .
- It is better to use one color scheme throughout the presentation, and do not distinguish between h nye styles for each slide.
- Use only one type of font . It is better to use simple printing t ny font instead of the exotic and ornate fonts.
- The final slide, as a rule, thank you for your attention , give Inform a tion for contacts.
 
Requirements for the text of the presentation:
 
- do not write long;
- break text information into slides;
- use headings and subheadings;
- To increase readability, use: formatting, lists, font selection.
 
Presentation background requirements:
 
Recommended use: blue on white, black on yellow, green on white, black on white, white on blue, green to red, red to the same L is red on white, orange on black, black on red, orange to b e scrap , red to green.
 
Presentation illustration requirements:
 
- The more abstract the material, the more effective the illustration.
- What can be depicted, it is better not to describe in words.
- To depict what is difficult or impossible to describe in words.
- Use animation as one of the effective means of HV and user mania and its management.
- Use video, allowing a dynamic display information in real time that is not available in traditional on at chenii.
- Remember that the video information is costly computing p e LAS and costly shipping and image reproduction.
